Sealed bids for the Hollybrook Pump Station Replacement, Force Main and Sewer
Improvements Project were opened on Thursday, June 22, 2017 at 2:00 p.m.
here in City Hall. The bids were read aloud publicly and there is a Bid Tabulation
prepared by Davis & Floyd enclosed for your review. Based upon the total bid
amount as well as a review of the qualifications of the low bidder, I concur with
the recommendation of Davis & Floyd that SKC, Inc. is the best option for the
City. As you will recall SKC, Inc. has previously done several construction
projects for the City and their work was very satisfactory. This project is within
budget as $800,000 is allocated in current FY2017-18 Budget.

Issue:
Request for Right-of-way Abandonment: Marlene Saunders has requested the City abandon the 15-foot
wide unimproved, unnamed alley extending between Hilltop Drive and Watson Avenue.

Background:
On June 22, 2017, City staff received a letter from Benny S. Sharpe on behalf of Ms. Marlene Saunders

requesting the City abandon of the 15-foot wide unnamed and unimproved alley extending between
Hilltop Drive and Watson Avenue. Ms. Saunders residence encroaches into the alley which is presenting
title issues in the sale of the residence.

Staff Comments:

1. A map illustrating the location of the unimproved, unnamed alley proposed for abandonment is
included in the agenda packet. A copy of the letter from Benny S. Sharpe requesting the alley
abandonment is also included.

2. The City has no water or sewer infrastructure in the alley requested for abandonment. The only
infrastructure located in the alley is a storm drainage pipe. Since the City does not maintain storm
drainage infrastructure on private property, once the alley is abandoned, such pipe will become the
responsibility of the adjacent property owners.

3. Pursuant to NCGS 160A-299, the alley would be divided equally between all adjoining property
owners if abandoned by the City Council.

Staff Recommendation:
City staff recommends the Board review the request and recommend the City Council abandon the alley
as requested.

Planning Board Recommendation:
The Planning Board will review the request and provide a recommendation to the City Council prior to the
public hearing.
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RESOLUTIOM OF INTENT

A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE INTENTION OF THE ROCKIMGHAM CITY COUNCIL TO
CONSIDER THE ABANDONMENT OF THE UNIMPROVED 15-FOOT WIDE ALLEY EXTENDING
BETWEEN HILLTOP DRIVE AND WATSON AVENUE

WHEREAS, the City Council of Rockingham has received a written request from an adjacent
property owner to abandon the unimproved 15-foot wide alley right-of-way extending between Hilltop
Drive and Watson Avenue; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Zoning Board will review the request prior to the public hearing
and provide a recommendation to the City Council regarding the abandonment of the unimproved alley
right-of-way extending between Hilltop Drive and Watson Avenue; and

WHEREAS, North Carolina General Statue 160A-299 authorizes the City Council to close public
streets and alleys; and

WHEREAS, the Rockingham City Council considers it is advisable to conduct a public hearing for
the purpose of giving consideration to abandon the unimproved alley right-of-way described as
approximately 15 feet in width extending approximately 617 feet in length between Hilltop Drive and
Watsen Avenue.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Rockingham City Council that:

1. A public hearing will be held at 7:30 p.m. on the 8% day of August, 2017, in the City Hall Council
Chambers to consider a resolution abandoning the right-of-way described above;

2. The City Clerk is hereby directed to publish this Resolution of Intent once a week for four
consecutive weeks in the Richmond County Daily Journal;

3. The City Clerk is further directed to transmit by registered or certified mail to each owner of
property abutting upon that portion of said street a copy of this Resolution of Intent; and

4, The City Clerk is further directed to cause adequate notices of this Resolution of Intent and the
scheduled public hearing to be posted as requirad by G.S. 160A-299.

The bids
were opened, publicly read aloud and have been reviewed and summarized by Davis & Floyd. A

copy of the Bid Tabulation is enclosed for your review and information.

Seagrove, NC for the amount of $649,871.25.
