Other details:

Parking at the firing line is limited, so please park at the firing line to unload
your gear, and then move your vehicle to parking areas located down hill
from the firing line.

As with any National Match, we expect a lot of competitors. There will be
room under the covered firing line for most competitors. Bring canopies
and tables if you wish, they can be erected adjacent to the firing line.
Wagons to hold your rests and other gear can be put in front of the firing
line provided they do not interfere with the shooters.

Wind flags can be placed until 8:30 am on Saturday and Sunday.

We will be doing a bench rotation based on the number of relays. But you
will not be allowed to move flags from 8:30 am until the end of shooting on
each day.

For each rifle class, we plan to shoot four targets on Saturday and two
targets on Sunday. However, this may change depending on weather
conditions.

The Global Benchrest Association welcomes you to join us for a good time, a good
competition, and most important, a time of good will toward all competitors.
