1st.  Registration closes at 9:30 a.m.  Please be sure to weigh your gun 
before the Safety Meeting. 

 The safety briefing will be at 9:30 a.m. on each day.

Wagons to hold your rests and other gear can be put in front of the firing 
line provided they do not interfere with the shooters. 

However, this may 
change depending on weather conditions.
