He is an LSU
horticulture graduate and pursing MS graduate studies at Texas A&M. Mr. Barocco has been a featured
speaker at Gulf District and American Rose Center events. He has a bright rose future.

Barocco for an ARS Rising Star Award. Having known Mr. Barocco for ten years, | can attest to his love
of roses and his potential to make long term contributions to the rose industry.

The Coral Knock Out® Rose (RADral) was awarded the George and Edith Vanderbilt Award for
the most outstanding rose of the 2019 Biltmore International Rose Trials.

The 7th Annual Biltmore International Rose Trials were held the weekend of September 28,
2019 in the historic walled garden at Biltmore.

Since 2013, Biltmore’s Rose Garden has been home to the trials in which nearly 200 varieties
from growers and breeders worldwide have been planted and cared for by Biltmore’s expert
horticulturalists. A permanent jury of rose experts judged the plantings four times a year during
the trial’s two and a half years for a total of ten times.

The Coral Knock Out® Rose was also awarded the Chauncey
Beadle Award for the most outstanding shrub rose. This rose
was bred by William Radler and is available from Star Roses &
Plants.

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Rose Hips

We all know that roses make spectacular arrangements.  But did you know that in the winter you can also
enjoy your roses by using rose hips to make arrangements? Now, being in the South, we often enjoy some
very nice blooms through Thanksgiving and Christmas if a cold front does not dip deep into the coastal area of
the district. But many of your roses will be on the way to dormancy, an essential life cycle of the rose. We do
not fertilize from September so as to not have new tender growth on a bush that would get frost damage. But
leaving some of the blooms on the bush will help signal dormancy to the bush whereby the rose bush goes into
sort of a hibernation state.

Don’t deadhead; let the blooms go to seed. The formation of seeds in the calyx (hips) below the spent
bloom sends a chemical signal to the rest of the plant that the reproduction process needs to stop. The leaves
on some rose cultivars will turn yellow, reddish or burgundy before they fall off the bush. Let the bush
distinguish itself with rose hips. The hips will begin as green and as fall progresses the mature rose hips can
be red, orange, deep yellow or burgundy. Rose hips can be round, oval or elongated. Some hips can be
small, in clusters or simply a large hip. Single or semi-bloom rose bushes will produce more and showy hips
than hybrid teas.

In addition to be being ornamental, rose hips also attract wildlife. Many birds consume the seeds. Many
people make jellies or teas with rose hips.

You will find the species roses such as the Rugosa roses (Rosa Rugosa) such as ‘Alba,” and ‘Bayse’s
Purple Rose’ produce great hips.

Old Garden roses such as Bourbons, Chinas, and Hybrid Musk are among those that also produce profuse
hips. ‘Old Blush,” ‘Ballerina,” and ‘Penelope’ are some that have showy hips.
