Context

● “Mass withdrawal of support from public 
figures or celebrities who have done things 
that aren't socially accepted today” 
○ Occurs on social media
○ Ex: #metoo & BLM movements
○ Present in both pop culture and political 

space





Cancel Culture in Politics

● Generally, Republicans do NOT like 
cancel culture
○ Has become a term that 

conservatives label the left with 
to describe them as “woke”   

● Trump: “And they want to cancel 
them now because of politics—for 
purely political reasons. It’s a disgrace 
what’s going on”

● Former Minnesota Senator 
resigned in early 2018 after 
sexual misconduct claims came 
out against him
○ Leeann Tweeden and five 

other women accused him 
of groping and improper 
advances

Andrew Cuomo

● Former Governor of New 
York

● Resigned after multiple
