Kathleen said that there is new legislation pending
that would require 2.5 times average expense balance of last three years in each fund to be
forfeited.

The Township Highway District
Department could acquire ten of the acres and store rock; locate the storage sheds, equipment
and office at this location. The Township Park would utilize the remaining acres.
