Evening of Smooth Jazz 
Community Music Series 
Celebrates 15 Year Milestone 
 
LANSING, Michigan - An Evening of Smooth 
Jazz is upon us and it’s headed back to mid-
Michigan for the 15th consecutive summer.  
“We’re excited for everyone coming” said 
BMRW Promotions spokesperson Charlie 
Wilson.  
About the upcoming event on July 26th, Wil-
son says there also a lot to celebrate and 
certainly a lot to be thankful for.  He expects 
it to be fun and just “downright jazzy”. 
If you attended the first performance of An 
Evening of Smooth Jazz in 2005 at the Hannah 
Community Center in East Lansing or any 
others in the series, then you already know 
about the caliber of incredible talent and the 
value of having the show like this in the com-
munity.  BMRW Promotions has hosted 
GRAMMY award winners and nominees.  
Acclaimed contemporary jazz groups and 
some of the best artists on the planet have 
come to  An Evening of Smooth Jazz and 
many had never performed in the greater 
Lansing area, like Gerald Albright, Tim Bow-
man, Bob Baldwin, Norman Brown, Jazz in 
Pink, Larry Braggs, Nick Colionne, Jackiem 
Joyner, Eric Darius, Phil Perry, Tom Braxton.  
Artists like Kimmie Horne, Tim Cunningham, 
Charles & Gwen Scales with Modern Tribe, 
Angela Davis, Penny Wells, Al McKenzie, The 
Miller Group, Straight Ahead, 496 West, Too 
Smooth 4 Notes and Impulse have all added 
to the special memories of fans with their 
talent but and most importantly, these events 
have excited the audience.   
There’s a good chance that you already know 
the theater’s acoustics are impressive if you 
have attended since the event was moved to 
Holt in 2009 for a larger space. As a whole, 
really there isn’t a bad seat in the house. 
Here’s a glimpse of this year’s concert cele-
bration that takes place at 7:30 pm Friday, 
July 26, 2019 at the Holt High School Marga-
ret Livensparger Theater, 5885 W. Holt Road 
in Holt MI with Grammy nominated guitarist 
Doc Powell, The Miller Group from North 
Carolina, Lansing’s 496 West and Detroit vo-
calist Karla Pace.   
Doc Powell performs in mid-Michigan for the 
first time.  His signature guitar sound is sealed 

in music history on over 200 songs by some of 
the biggest artists in every genre of music and 
has earned him over 12 gold & platinum rec-
ords. Fifteen years of recording and touring 
with the Pavarotti of soul Luther Vandross, 
has kept him at the forefront of contempo-
rary jazz, rhythm & blues and gospel music, 
contributing to some of the biggest live con-
cert tours and major recording projects by 
some of contemporary music giants including; 
Prince, Chaka Kahn, Jennifer Hudson, Mariah 
Carey, Alicia Keys, John Legend, Kirk Franklin, 
Yolanda Adams and Mary, Mary among many 
others. He has also been heard in television 
commercials, soap operas like One Life To 
Live and movie soundtracks such as; Down 
and Out In Beverly Hills, Turner & Hooch, The 
Goonies, Hero and The Five Heart Beats. 
The meeting between Powell and the late 
Luther Vandross catapulted them into world-
wide performances and live recordings of 
some of Vandross biggest hits such as “Busy 
Body,” “Give Me The Reason,” “Forever, For 
Always, For Love,” and the infamous guitar 
solo on the mega hit “Stop to Love.” When 
Vandross penned “She Loves Me Back” and 
sang the line, ”This man is the Doctor”, it 
became Powell’s formal introduction to the 
music world and the name would stick. 
The Miller Group returns from North Caroli-
na.  These fellas helped to kick off An Evening 
of Smooth Jazz in 2005 at the Hannah Com-
munity Center in East Lansing and if there is 
one thing that fans remember other than the 
incredible music, it is that these guys love to 
have fun. 
A group that sprouted from this community 
music series is 496 West.  As a collective, they 
have garnered a reputation of being one of 
the best live bands based in mid-Michigan. 
With soulful vocals, a powerhouse horn sec-
tion, killer keys, silky strings and indispensa-
ble percussions, 496 West offers soul, smooth 
jazz, R&B, a sprinkling of the blues and of 
course, gospel jazz styles. 496 West has 
opened for jazz stalwarts, Grammy winners 
and Grammy-nominees.  They performed at 
the Summer Solstice Jazz festival a few weeks 
ago and will make a few stops across Michi-
gan with stops in Monroe, Southfield, Mus-
kegon and Novi this summer.   
Vocalist Karla Pace is a polished Native De-
troiter with a soulful voice.   She's had the 
pleasure of opening for such major acts as, 
Anita Baker, India.Aire, Richard Street's 
Temptation, Howie Mandell, LL Cool J, Buster 

Rhymes, Alexander O’Neil and Musiq 
Soulchild just to name a few.  
Longtime community partners and supporters 
are associated with this music series.  Dean 
Transportation has been on board before the 
first note was played.  The Michigan Bulletin 
has covered every event. Budget Printing has 
supported local ticket sales. A repeat 
attendee with front row seats purchased the 
first ticket for the July 26th show 5 years ago -
-enthusiast James Butler. Many have volun-
teered for 8-12 years.   
BMRW Promotions sees music as a vital and 
powerful language in the community’s cultur-
al heritage. The group supports this by 
providing affordable opportunities for audi-
ences and a platform for artists to preserve 
the jazz art form. Hosting music events like 
this one in the schools is also a perfect way to 
demonstrate jazz as a valid expression for 
students to create and express themselves in 
a global environment.  
Local students have also shared special expe-
riences through informal interaction with the 
artists and technical crew.  Many have partici-
pated in the production and engaged in 
unique learning of the arts, through first-hand 
experiences in stage management, sound, 
lighting or event management.  About 28 
students participated in a special Math and 
Music Camp held in Lansing and several indi-
viduals and groups have also performed in-
cluding Dennis Johnson, the Shabazz Choir 
under the direction of Joshua Hicks before 
heading to the Cherry Festival in Washington 
DC, Kaleb Crowell, Kennedy Robinson, Mor-
gan Quinney-Naval, Sophia  Simons, Ayendie 
Pulliam and several MSU Jazz Studies stu-
dents.  
“BMRW Promotions is proud to provide a 
platform for incredibly talented instrumental-
ists and soulful vocalists”, said Wilson 
“It’s our 15th year for An Evening of Smooth 
Jazz; it’s our 10th year in the beautiful Marga-
ret Livensparger Theater.  We have people 
returning from other parts of the country and 
a lot of first timers. We’ve got a lot of music, 
a lot of celebrating and a lot of memories to 
make”.

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THE REALS OF JUSTICE 
Where Can I Smoke My Weed?

Recreational use of marijuana was legalized in Michigan after vot-
ers approved Proposal 1, creating the Michigan Regulation and Tax-
ation of Marihuana (MRTMA) on December 6, 2018.   
So, where can one smoke one’s marijuana? You can only smoke 
marijuana in private It is illegal, a civil infraction punishable by a 
$100 fine, to consume marijuana in public.  There isn’t much clarity regarding what is con-
sidered “in public.”  Some say, “My front porch is where I like to smoke my marijuana be-
cause it’s private property.”  But some people have said they’ve done this but ended up 
with law enforcement contact.  Yes, your porch is private property but is in public view.   
Some good advice for such a situation is to consume marijuana inside your home or inside 
some other private property that allows it. A landlord can prohibit marijuana consumption 
so be sure to read your lease to know whether you can consume marijuana in your home 
if you’re a tenant. And if you’re a college student who lives on campus in a dorm or other 
college housing you should definitely know the college or university’s policy because many 
colleges and universities have drug-free policies which would prohibit you from consum-
ing or possessing marijuana on college property. The same is true regarding your motor 
vehicle. Consuming marijuana in a vehicle is prohibited by the (MRTMA). But the MRTMA 
doesn’t specify what the penalty is for such a violation.  The MRTMA also prohibits con-
suming marijuana while driving.  This is not the same as driving under the influence of ma-
rijuana.  Driving under the influence of marijuana is a crime with possible fines and incar-
ceration just like operating while intoxicated by the consumption of alcohol (OWI).   
You shouldn’t smoke marijuana during work lunch or any other work breaks.  Employers 
own or own the use of their property and can ban marijuana consumption or possession 
on their property and in their facilities just like a ban on smoking cigarettes. Most employ-
ers have a policy that bans being high while working.  Employers can do drug testing even 
though marijuana is legal.  An employer can discipline or even terminate an employee for 
a positive test.  It is always best to check with the employer regarding their policy for con-
trolled substances.  Some employers do drug testing prior to hiring an employee.  Each 
employer is different as to whether they’ll hire a person with a positive marijuana test.  A 
lot of employers have no tolerance policies for controlled substances and some employers 
may do work for the federal government, which prohibits consumption and possession of 
marijuana because both are illegal federally, and the feds are prohibiting from contracting 
with companies who don’t follow federal law.  If it’s a job you really want to get or want 
to keep and there is a policy against controlled substance consumption, or you don’t know 
what the policy is it’s probably a good idea to go on a timeout from marijuana.   
Before you light up make sure you’re somewhere you can legally fire it up.
