Black Music Month began in
1979 when Kenny Gamble, Ed
Wright, and Dyana Williams
developed the idea to set aside a
month dedicated to celebrating
the impact of black music. Cre-
ated by music business insiders,
the group successfully lobbied
President Jimmy Carter to host

a reception on June 7th, 1979 to
formally recognize the cultural
and financial contributions of
black music. Since 1979, Black
Music Month has grown from a
small commemoration to nation-
al proportions with events held
annually across the country.

In 2000, US-Representative
Chaka Fattah sponsored House
Resolution 509, which formally
recognized the importance of
Black music on culture and the
economy during President Bill
Clinton’s administration. In 2009,
President Barack Obama further
defined June as African Ameri-
can Music Appreciation Month
declaring the start of summer

as a celebration for all the black
“musicians, composers, singers,
and songwriters [who] have
made enormous contributions to
our culture.”

“The music of our Nation has
always spoken to the condition
of our people and reflected the
diversity of our Union. Afri-
can-American musicians, com-
posers, singers, and songwriters
have made enormous contribu-
tions to our culture by capturing
the hardships and aspirations of
a community and reminding us
of our shared values.

Blacks originated much of Ameri-
can music. And the nation needs
to right the record

President Joe Biden’s procla-
mation on June as Black Music
Appreciation Month, issued

just a few weeks ago, succinctly
summarized the richness and
strength of our cultural con-
tribution, and its need to be
recognized. He also set out an
agenda that pushes the nation
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to accomplish that: “We must re-
dedicate ourselves to rooting out
systemic racism from every part
of our society, and work together
to advance racial justice and eqg-
uity.” But what does rededication
entail?

Recorded music is one of Ameri-
ca’s most remarkable intellectual
global contributions, and at its
core, American music is Black
music. From blues, gospel, jazz,
country and rhythm and blues, to
house, rock-and-roll and hip-hop,
Black artists are the frequent
inventors, cornerstone and back-
bone of musical genres and the
recording industry. Despite this
objective fact, Black people in
the recording industry — artists,
producers, songwriters, manag-
ers and executives —are more
likely to receive less, ask for less,
be remembered less and be

£ .. il
credited far less than their white
counterparts.

The slavery mindset is alive and
well in the profession. Black art-
ists have historically been cheat-
ed and denied ownership of their
masters, voices, copyrights and
trademarks, often through bad
contracts that took advantage of
a lack of financial literacy.

The recording industry has
thrived using harmful racial
tropes and lopsided contracts

to maximize profits, as was the
case with legal enslavement and
sharecropping. In the wake of
George Floyd’s murder, the Black
Music Action Coalition has pow-
erfully agitated for change across
the industry. Recently, the col-
lective of more than 250 of the
industry’s most prominent music
executives, managers and artists,
released a report exposing the

systemic racism that has been
integral to the music industry
and the truth that racial equity is
the frontier for a fairer and more
inclusive recording industry. The
group’s efforts further demon-
strate that reparations extend
beyond money. Reparative
justice also entails reclaiming and
recognizing lost and stolen Black
intellectual property.

George Washington Johnson, the
first African American recording
artist most known for his multi-
phonic 1896 tune “The Laughing
Song,” died in obscurity with
little wealth and recognition. By
the early 20th century, African
Americans had transmuted voice,
instrumentation and sound from
spirituals into gospel and the
blues, and later into jazz. Charles
“Buddy” Bolden, considered by
many to be the father of jazz,
undersold his recordings only for
the wax cylinders to be lost and
forgotten before his 1931 death.
Like Johnson before him, Bolden
has in many ways been lost to
history, left to Black collective
'memory, no proper flowers
‘given.

Born a year after Bolden’s death,
Little Richard would fuse the mu-
sical genres into a new invention,
rock-and-roll, for which he too
would die without receiving full
recognition. “I really feel from
the bottom of my heart that |

am the inventor (of rock-and-
roll),” an adamant Little Richard
reflected in a 1990 Rolling Stone
interview.

Throughout the 1990s, Prince’s
public campaign to retrieve
ownership of his masters from
Warner Bros. is reminiscent of
the struggle of his predecessors.
A determined Prince inscribed
the word “slave” on his face

until he successfully took back
ownership of his intellectual
property, emphasizing the ordeal
as a product of America’s history
of enslavement.

Shortly after the conclusion
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of Prince’s battle, Lauryn Hill
embarked upon a multidecade
fight to retain and reclaim her
intellectual ownership of her like-
ness and sonic autobiographical
Grammy-winning masterpiece
”TIP|1e Miseducation of Lauryn
Hill.”

At the top of 2021, Anita Baker,
legendary and recently retired
rhythm-and-blues artist, called
for fans to boycott streaming her
music until executives honored
their contractual obligation to
transfer her complete ownership
of the masters of her award-win-
ning musical catalog.

Slavery’s imprint — the racist idea
that a Black person’s intelligence,
invention and creativity should
not belong to them —is all over
these individual struggles and
myriad Black recording artists’
struggles to seek ownership of
their intellectual property.

To be denied ownership and
credit over your intellectual
creation and invention is to have
your emotional, psychological
and financial well-being teetering
at a razor’s edge. The repair this
nation desperately needs and
deserves must extend beyond
economic reparations and be
inclusive of intellectual repara-
tions — the purposeful and public
recognition and acknowledg-
ment of the creations, inventions
and ideas of formerly enslaved
people and their descendants.
Intellectual reparations would
help dismantle the insidious

lie that Black people are not as
smart, creative and inventive as
everyone else. The United States
has an unfulfilled obligation to
credit Black people properly for
their intellectual property and
contributions to the develop-
ment and wealth of this nation.
The Biden-Harris administration
must lead a comprehensive ap-
proach hinged on the truth racial
healing, and transformation
process called for by so many in
Congress.

Whatis Juneteenth, when is it and why do we celebrate it?

In 2021, President Biden signed into law the Juneteenth
National Independence Day Act establishing Juneteenth
as the 11th holiday recognized by the federal govern-

ment.

But that is not where Juneteenth started.
For some, Juneteenth is not a new holiday. Southern
states such as Texas have been celebrating the newly

federal holiday for 156 years.

Ahead of this year’s holiday, here are some Juneteenth

facts you might not know:
What is Juneteenth?

The history of the holiday dates back to June 19, 1865 —
two and a half years after the Emancipation Proclamation
became official — when Major General Gordon Granger
of the Union army traveled to Galveston Texas after the
Civil War was won with General Order Number 3, which
informed enslaved African Americans that they were

finally free.

Juneteenth became an official state holiday in Texas on
January 1, 1980 led by African American state legislator Al

Edwards.

New Jersey made Juneteenth an official state holiday on

of June.

However, the federal holiday, established two years later,

June 25, 2020.
Juneteenth is now a federal holiday also known as June-
teenth Independence Day, Freedom Day and Emanci-
pation Day. It’s an annual celebratory day that has been
celebrated for 156 years to commemorate the end of
slavery in the United States.
When is Juneteenth?

In New Jersey, Juneteenth is observed on the third Friday

is observed on June 19.

Why do we celebrate Juneteenth?
Juneteenth signifies African American freedom, cele-
brates Black American achievement and encourages
continuous self-development, education and civility for
all cultures. According to Juneteeth.com, as it takes on

a more national, symbolic and even global perspective,
“the events of 1865 in Texas are not forgotten, for all of
the roots tie back to this fertile soil from which a national
day of pride is growing.”
in his proclamation, President Biden said it is important
for America to confront its past as it builds to the future.

“The emancipation of enslaved Black Americans was not

the end of our Nation’s work to deliver on the promise
of equality — it was only the beginning,” Biden wrote.
“On Juneteenth, we recommit to our shared work to
ensure racial justice, equity, and equality in America. We

commemorate the centuries of struggle and progress led

by abolitionists, educators, civil rights advocates, lawyers,
activists, trade unionists, religious leaders, public officials,

and everyday Americans who have brought our Nation

closer to fulfilling its promise.”

Why is it called Juneteenth?

The celebration of June 19th was coined “Juneteenth” by
combining “June” and “nineteenth” and grew with more
participation from descendants. The Juneteenth cele-
bration was a time for reassuring each other, for praying
and for reuniting remaining family members. In its early
years, the tradition was highly revered in Texas with many
former slaves and descendants gathering together to
celebrate in Galveston.

Voters can now sign up for the Permanent Mail Ballot List to
automatically be sent a ballot for every election

Lansing - The Lansing City Clerk Chris Swope today sent 35,000 emails to Lansing City
residents with instructions on how to sign up for the new Permanent Mail Ballot List
which will allow the Clerk to mail voters a ballot for every election without having to
complete another application.

The quickest way to request your absentee ballot for August and every future election
is to visit mvic.sos.state.mi.us to immediately start completing the online application.
You will need your State of Michigan Driver’s License or Michigan ID, and the last four
digits of your Social Security Number to complete the application.

To sign up to automatically receive an absentee ballot for every election, select the box
to check “I want to join the permanent ballot list. Automatically send me an absent voter
ballot for every election”, which is the last step of the application, to be added to the
Permanent Mail Ballot List.

“Voting has never been easier for Michigan residents,” said Lansing City Clerk Chris
Swope “l encourage everyone interested to sign up for the Permanent Mail Ballot List,
so they never miss their chance vote.”

Voters who sign up for the Permanent Mail Ballot List or requested an absentee ballot
for the upcoming August Primary can expect their ballots in early July. The City Primary
ballot will narrow down the field of candidates for the two Council Member At-Large, and
the First Ward Council Member. Each term begins on January 1, 2024, for four years.
