National  Breast Cancer Awareness Month 

 

 

While overall rates of breast cancer in black and white women are about the same, black women are 20% to 40% more likely to die 
from breast cancer. The reason for this disparity is likely due to several factors, including genetics, the biology of the cancer, and 
differences in healthcare.  
Because black women have higher breast cancer mortality rates than white women, the American College of Radiology and the 
Society of Breast Imaging have recommended that black women be added to groups considered at high risk for breast cancer. This 
is the first-time black women have been classified as a high-risk group.  
The recommendations were published in the March 2018 issue of the Journal of the American College of Radiology. Read “Breast 
Cancer Screening in Women at Higher-Than-Average Risk: Recommendations from the ACR.”  
Other women considered at high risk for breast cancer are:  
women with a gene mutation, such as a BRCA1 or BRCA2 mutation, linked to breast cancer  
women who previously had radiation to the chest or face  
women of Ashkenazi Jewish descent  
women with a strong family history of breast cancer, especially if a parent or sibling has been diagnosed  
women with a personal history of breast cancer  
women with dense breasts  
women with certain benign breast conditions 
The organizations recommend that all women have a breast cancer risk assessment at age 30 to figure out if regular screening 
mammograms should start at age 40 -- for women at average risk of breast cancer -- or at a younger age for women deemed to be 
at high risk for the disease.  
The guideline also recommends that women at high risk for breast cancer have 
screening more frequently, and with a different screening method, such as MRI or 
ultrasound. So, a woman at high risk might have a mammogram at the beginning 
of the year and then have an MRI 6 months later.  
“All women, especially black women and those of Ashkenazi Jewish descent, 
should be evaluated for breast cancer risk no later than age 30, so that those at 
higher risk can be identified and can benefit from supplemental screening,” the 
experts wrote.  
Women of all ethnicities can take steps to keep their risk of breast cancer as low as it can be. If you’re a black woman, you may 
want to talk to your doctor about your risk of breast cancer, as well as about lifestyle choices you can make to lower that risk, in-
cluding:  
maintaining a healthy weight  
exercising every day  
limiting or avoiding alcohol  
not smoking  
eating a healthy diet that’s low in processed foods, sugar, and trans fats

The Road to 1.5 Trillion Black Buying Power 
Black Buying power currently stands at over $1.1 trillion and is on the road to hit about $1.5 trillion by 2021. This 
collective buying power means that nearly $2 trillion will be flowing through black America annually very soon, 
making us the centerpiece for various researchers, marketers, advertisers, and other campaigns designed to 
influence black spending patterns. 
But the question is, with so much buying power, can we as African Americans influence and direct said spending 
ourselves? Do we have the power directly, indirectly, and strategically to determine where that money flows 
and if so, could directing that flow help rebuild the black community? 
ROAD TO MORE BUYING POWER AND INFLUENCE 
The data comes from a recent Nielsen study that also reports that African American households earning $75,000 
or more per year are a fast-growing segment that will have more influence going forward than ever before. 
Within the next 45 years, by around 2060, black America might be represented by 75 million in the U.S., holding about 20% of the U.S. population. In 
terms of black-owned businesses, that number sits anywhere from 2.5 million to 3 million enterprises and is projected to grow in larger numbers going 
forward. 
All this data points to the trend that African Americans will be very important contributors to the U.S. Gross Domestic Product (GDP) along with the crea-
tion and sustainability of U.S. jobs. 
THE MYTH OF THE “SIX-HOUR BLACK DOLLAR” 
While black spending power increases, how that money is best used to rebuild the black community is always in question. For example, there has been a 
lot of informal discussion about how long a dollar remains in the black community. Some claims have been a dollar lasts no longer from one to six hours 
before it leaves. 
While such information has been widely circulated, analyzed, and discussed, researchers from Howard University have looked into the claims and could 
not properly substantiate the statistics. Howard University analyzed credible data and research tracking sources, such as The Federal Reserve, Bureau of 
Labor Statistics, SBA, and even other reports from Nielsen, and none of these sources track how often money circulates within a community. 
There are suggestions that the rumors of the quickly-circulating black dollar originated in the book, Talking Dollars and Making Sense: A Wealth Building 
Guide for African-Americans.” Howard University reports that they reached out to the book’s author, Brooke Stephens, for further comment and she 
was unable to provide where she obtained her information other than citing a six-month study of which she could not actually provide. 
Yet, there is hard research being done on the issue of how the vast spending power of African Americans can be used to help communities of color.  The 
Empowerment Experiment was conducted as a research project via a foundation set up by a black, middle-class Chicago couple, who partnered with 
Northwestern University’s Kellogg Graduate School of Management’s Levy Entrepreneurship Center for the study. 
The Empowerment Experiment shed great insight into economic trends of black people.  For example, it showed that less than around 3% of the current 
black buying power is spent in black-owned enterprises and if black America were to redirect just about 10% of total black spending to black-owned en-
terprises, that could translate into the creation of about 1 million jobs centered around communities of color.  Article  courtesy of John Tucker from Black Enterprise Maga-

 Would you like the option to vote from home?

If you are at least 60 years of age, are physically unable to attend the polls without the assis-
tance of another or meet one of the other requirements under state law, you are entitled to 
vote by absentee ballot. 
Thousands of voters in the City of Lansing vote by an absentee ballot. Absentee ballots can be 
mailed, dropped off or even completed in person.  You can mail or drop off your absentee bal-
lot or application at the South Washington Office Complex, located at 2500 S. Washington, or 
at City Hall 24 hours a day in our secure drop boxes. 
Walk-in absentee voting will be available at the South Washington Office Complex until Novem-
ber 5th at the following times: 
Mon, Tues, Thurs & Fri  8 a.m. – 5 p.m. 
Wednesdays    8 a.m. – 7 p.m.  
In addition to regular hours, the Elections Unit will be open the following weekend days: 
Sunday, October 28      Noon – 4:00 p.m. 
Saturday, November 3      8:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m. 
On Monday, November 4, absentee ballots are only available until 4 p.m. 
Absentee ballots are counted the same way as other ballots. I encourage voters to use the ab-
sentee ballot option if they are eligible.  I have heard out in the community that some people 
believe that absentee ballots are not counted. This is not true. Every ballot is counted on Elec-
tion Day. 
Voters on the Permanent Absentee Application List automatically receive an absent voter appli-
cation for every election, not just the General Election. If you choose to return that application, 
we will send you a ballot as soon as it arrives in our office. No phone calls, no time crunch, no 
lines, no hassle.  
If this appeals to you and you live in the City of Lansing, please call the Lansing City Clerk’s 
Office at (517) 483-4133 and request to be placed on the Absentee Application List.  If you want 
to vote by absentee just for the General Election, we can send you the application or you can 
print the form off my web page at lansingmi.gov/clerk.  For those who do not live in the City of 
Lansing, you will need to contact your local municipal clerk. 
Voting Options for Military and Overseas Citizens 
Those in the military and citizens living outside of the United States have more options availa-
ble to receive an absentee ballot.  Military Service members, their eligible family members and 
citizens living abroad; such as university students studying overseas, can request absentee bal-
lots that may be faxed or emailed to them. There is a special application available at lansing-

mi.gov/clerk. This Federal Post Card Application is both a voter registration form and an absen-
tee ballot request application. 
If you have a family member or friend who is in the military or out of the country, please en-
courage them to visit FVAP.gov to submit the Federal Post Card Application. The process is very 
easy for those who are serving our country or studying or researching abroad to still be part of 
our community by voting.

 MSU GETS PAST CMU 31-20

EAST LANSING - Fresh from a lackluster, 31-20, victory over inner-state rival, Central Michigan, Michigan 

State’s (3-1) football team gets set for what could be a make or break Saturday October 6 homecoming 

visit from Big 10 nemesis Northwestern. 

The prospect has Spartan Nation on edge this week as the Wildcats have ruined MSU homecoming plans 

more than once.  

Few have forgotten the 49-14 homecoming drubbing of 2005 which many feel paved the way for the de-

parture of John L. Smith or the 24-14 homecoming loss in Dantonio’s first season. Only Ohio State, 6-3 and 

Nebraska, 3-2 and Wisconsin, 4-4, have been more successful against the Spartans in the Dantonio era. The 

Wildcats are 4-5 against Dantonio.   

Two of the Spartan losses have come in overtime which has Spartan Nation on pins and needles.   

The Wildcats, 1-3, have added incentive coming to Spartan Stadium stinging from a 20-17 loss to Michigan 

which saw the Wolverines erase a 17-point first half deficit and desperately need a victory to right a rapidly 

disintegrating season. 

The contest takes on added importance since it is followed by a trip to Penn State and a visit from Michi-

gan where MSU will likely be heavy underdogs.     

Injuries are a major concern for the Spartans as sophomore wide receiver, Cody White, was added to the 

list of walking wounded. White, the Spartans’ leading pass catcher with 300 yards on 20 catches, left the 

Central contest with a broken left hand. 

The Spartans were already shorthanded with receivers Darrell Stewart, Jalen Nailor, and Cam Chambers 

sidelined.  

Starters, tailback, L.J. Scott, wide out, Stewart, sophomore guard, Kevin Jarvis, and senior fullback, Collin 

Lucas were all absent. Cornerback Josiah Scott sidelined all season with a leg injury and senior punter, Jake 

Hartbarger, are also out. 

Of even more concern is the Spartans’ seeming inability to deliver a knockout blow when they get teams 

on the ropes.  

“It just sucks that we can’t finish out teams,” said quarterback, Brian Lewerke after the Central victory. 

The Spartans carved out a 31-3 lead, and then yielded 17 straight points. MSU managed to stop the bleed-

ing and close out the victory recovering a Chippewa onside kick and running out the clock with a 13-play 64

-yard march. 

The Spartans started slowly, trailing 3-0 after one quarter. They erupted for 17 points before halftime with 

Lewerke capping a 35-yard drive with a 3-yard run. David Dowell got things started intercepting a Tommy 

Lazzaro pass and returning it 30 yards to the Chippewa 35. Lewerke hit pay dirt again on a 5-yard dash up 

the middle to end a 46-yard drive.  Cornerback, Justin Layne intercepted Lazzaro to set up a 33-yard Matt 

Coghlin field goal for a 17-3 halftime lead. 

The Spartan defense continued to be stout, limiting Central to 63 yards rushing and 245 yards total 

offense.  

The Spartans continued to struggle the running game, rushing for 160 yards and two touchdowns on 47 

attempts for a 3.4-yard average. Connor Heywood and LaDarius Jefferson scored on 2-yard runs in the 

third quarter. Lewerke got things going with some timely runs for 41 yards. Passing, he hit on 16 of 25 for 

185 yards, no touchdowns and one end zone interception.
