A
Antichrist

A future world leader empowered by Satan who will rise during
the tribulation to deceive the nations and persecute believers. 

 1 John 2:18 - "Children, it is the last hour; and just as you
heard that Antichrist is coming, even now many antichrists
have appeared; from this we know that it is the last hour."



B
Beast

used in Revelation to describe the Antichrist and his kingdom,
often symbolized by animals representing powerful empires. 

Revelation 13:1 - "And the dragon stood on the sand of the
seashore. Then I saw a beast coming up out of the sea, having

ten horns and seven heads, and on his horns were ten diadems,
and on his heads were blasphemous names."



C
Covenant with many

A seven-year peace treaty made between the Antichrist and
Israel, which he will later break. 

Daniel 9:27 - "And he will make a firm covenant with the many
for one week, but in the middle of the week he will put a stop to

sacrifice and grain offering."



D
Day of the lord

A future period of judgment when God will pour out His wrath
on a sinful world, followed by the establishment of His

kingdom. 

Joel 2:31 - "The sun will be turned into darkness and the moon
into blood before the great and awesome day of the LORD

comes."



E
End times

The period leading up to the second coming of Christ, including
the tribulation, the rise of the Antichrist, and global upheaval.

Matthew 24:3 - "As He was sitting on the Mount of Olives, the
disciples came to Him privately, saying, 'Tell us, when will these
things happen, and what will be the sign of Your coming, and of

the end of the age?'"



F
False prophet

A religious leader who will arise during the tribulation to
promote the worship of the Antichrist and deceive the world. 

Revelation 13:11 - "Then I saw another beast coming up out of
the earth; and he had two horns like a lamb and he spoke as a

dragon."



g
gog & magog

Gog is a leader of a coalition of nations, and Magog is his
land; they will come against Israel in a future battle. 

Ezekiel 38:2 - "Son of man, set your face toward Gog of the
land of Magog, the prince of Rosh, Meshech and Tubal, and

prophesy against him."



h
harpazo

A Greek term meaning "to snatch away" or "to seize," used to
describe the rapture of the Church when believers will be

caught up to meet Christ in the air.

1 Thessalonians 4:17 - "Then we who are alive and remain will be
caught up (harpazo) together with them in the clouds to meet
the Lord in the air, and so we shall always be with the Lord."



i
israel

The prophecy of Israel being restored both physically and
spiritually in the land promised to them by God.  

Ezekiel 37:21-22 - "Thus says the Lord GOD, 'Behold, I will take
the sons of Israel from among the nations where they have
gone, and I will gather them from every side and bring them

into their own land.'"



j
jerusalem

The city of Jerusalem is the focal point of end-times events. It is prophesied
to be the site of major future conflicts, the return of Christ, and the

eventual establishment of God's eternal kingdom.

Zechariah 12:3 - "It will come about in that day that I will make Jerusalem a
heavy stone for all the peoples; all who lift it will be severely injured. And

all the nations of the earth will be gathered against it."



k
kingdom of god

The rule of God, established fully during the millennial reign of
Christ on earth after His second coming. 

Revelation 20:4 - "Then I saw thrones, and they sat on them,
and judgment was given to them... and they came to life and

reigned with Christ for a thousand years."



l
lake of fire

The final destination for Satan, the Antichrist, the False
Prophet, and all unbelievers, where they will face eternal

torment. 

Revelation 20:15 - "And if anyone's name was not found written
in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire."



m
mark of the beast

A mark on the right hand or forehead required during the
tribulation for people to buy and sell, signifying allegiance to

the Antichrist. 

Revelation 13:16-17 - "And he causes all, the small and the
great, the rich and the poor, and the free men and the slaves, to

be given a mark on their right hand or on their forehead."



n
new jerusalem

A future city described in Revelation, the New Jerusalem is the eternal
dwelling place of God and His people after the final judgment. It symbolizes

the ultimate fulfillment of God’s promises of restoration, peace, and His
presence with His people.

Revelation 21:2 - "And I saw the holy city, New Jerusalem, coming down out
of heaven from God, made ready as a bride adorned for her husband."



o
olivet discourse

 Jesus' prophetic teaching on the Mount of Olives about the
signs of His return and the end of the age.

matthew 24:3 - “Now as He was sitting on the Mount of Olives,
the disciples came to Him privately, saying, “Tell us, when will
these things happen, and what will be the sign of Your coming

and of the end of the age?”



p
prophets
 Prophets are individuals chosen by God to deliver His

messages, often foretelling future events, particularly
regarding Israel, the coming Messiah, and the end times. 

Amos 3:7 - "Surely the Lord GOD does nothing unless He reveals
His secret counsel to His servants the prophets."



q
quaking

 A significant shaking or earthquake that will accompany
God’s judgment and the return of Christ. 

Revelation 16:18 - "And there were flashes of lightning and
sounds and peals of thunder; and there was a great

earthquake, such as there had not been since man came to be
upon the earth."



R
rapture

The event when Christ will come in the clouds to take believers
to be with Him before the tribulation begins. 

1 Thessalonians 4:16-17 - "For the Lord Himself will descend
from heaven with a shout... and we who are alive and remain

will be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the
Lord in the air."



s
seventy weeks

The prophecy in Daniel that outlines a timeline of seventy "weeks" (or
sevens) for the history of Israel, culminating in the end times. 

Daniel 9:24 - “Seventy weeks have been determined for your people and
for your holy city, to finish the transgression, to make an end of sin,

to make atonement for iniquity, to bring in everlasting righteousness,
to seal up vision and prophecy, and to anoint the Holy of Holies.”



t
tribulation

A seven-year period of suffering and judgment that will occur
before Christ’s second coming. 

Matthew 24:21 - "For then there will be a great tribulation,
such as has not occurred since the beginning of the world

until now, nor ever will."



u
unveiling

The revelation of Jesus Christ and end times events as depicted
in the book of Revelation. aka apocalypse.

Revelation 1:1 - "The Revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave
Him to show to His bond-servants, the things which must soon

take place."



v
vials

The seven vials or bowls of God’s wrath poured out during the
tribulation, bringing devastating judgments upon the earth. 

Revelation 16:1 - "Then I heard a loud voice from the temple,
saying to the seven angels, 'Go and pour out on the earth the

seven bowls (vials) of the wrath of God.'"



w
wrath of god
The righteous judgment and punishment that God will pour out

on unrepentant humanity during the tribulation. 

Romans 1:18 - "For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven
against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men."



x
xristos

"Xristos" (Χριστός) is the Greek word for "Christ," meaning "the
Anointed One" or "Messiah." Jesus Christ is the fulfillment of numerous

Old Testament prophecies about the coming Messiah, and His return is
central to New Testament prophecy concerning the end times.

Matthew 16:16 - "Simon Peter answered, 'You are the Christ (Xristos),
the Son of the living God.'"



y
yeshua

Yeshua is the Hebrew name for Jesus, meaning "salvation." 

Matthew 1:21 - "She will bear a son, and you shall call His name
Jesus (Yeshua), for He will save His people from their sins."



z
zion

A biblical term often referring to Jerusalem, the city of David, or more
broadly, the people of God. In prophecy, it represents the future

restoration and reign of God’s kingdom from Jerusalem. 

Isaiah 2:3 - "And many peoples will come and say, 'Come, let us go up to the
mountain of the LORD, to the house of the God of Jacob; that He may teach

us concerning His ways and that we may walk in His paths.' For the law will
go forth from Zion and the word of the LORD from Jerusalem."



Bonus!
abc’s of salvation



ADMIT or ACKNOWLEDGE we are sinful and need Him (Jesus) as our
saviour.

Romans 3:10 - as it is written: "There is none righteous, no not
one.”

Romans 3:23 - “For all have sinned and come short of the glory
of God.”

BELIEVE Jesus is Lord. That He died for our sins, was buried then
rose to life on the third day, and ascended to God the Father.
