If you are still available for Reading on a Sunday, could you either telephone Canon Tim or contract
him on the Parish Email Address. (office.stjoseph.pontefract@dioceseofleeds.org.uk)
e Sacraments - our Two Parish Primary Schools have been excellent and so supportive of our
Children being prepared for and Celebrating the Sacraments. There are also Children not in our
Parish Schools who will need to be prepared for the Sacraments.

GUIDELINES FOR VISITING OUR CHURCHES.
ST JOSEPH’S - Entrance and Exit is by the door at the end of the footbridge next to the school.

ST MICHAEL'’S - Entrance and Exit is through the main doors at the front.

When arriving and leaving Church please adhere to Social Distancing Rules and “Keep 2 metres apart from
others”. If you have to queue to get in or out, then please ensure that you keep 2 metres apart from
whoever is in front of you. Also please maintain your distance when following someone who may not be
able to walk quite as fast as you.

Everyone coming to church must wear a face covering unless they are children under the age of 11 or exempt
from doing so for medical reasons. Please ensure that you have a face-covering/mask with you and put it
on before entering church.

Alcohol Hand Gel will be available and must be used to sanitise hands on entry and exit.
Communion will be brought to everyone in their place.
Visitors are to remain in their seat at the end of Mass until a Steward advises that they can leave church.

Please follow the advice and guidance of the Stewards when arriving and leaving church. It is especially
important that everyone maintains the social distancing rules when arriving at church and leaving. We
appreciate that visitors may wish to meet up with friends but in these difficult times, we must ask you to
follow the rules and leave church and the grounds promptly under the guidance of the Stewards after
Mass.

There will be no Toilet facilities available at St Joseph’s. Please ask a Steward if you wish to use the Toilet
at St Michael’s.
