In my last message I stated that we 
were trying to work with a real estate 
agent to sell the weeks that we as a 
timeshare association now own. Then 
the real estate agent ended up backing 
out, so we are back to trying to sell the 
weeks on our own. Since we are not in 
the real estate sales business, we have 
tried on several occasions to solicit a 
real estate organization or single real 
estate agent to help us sell these unit 
weeks with virtually no luck. As 
everyone is probably aware 
“timeshare” has become quite the 
dirty word these days and hampers 
our selling ability. However, some of 
our best salespeople have been our 
fellow owners as they know the value 
of owning a French Ridge week. So if 
you know anyone who may be 
interested in purchasing a week or if 
you want to add a week for yourself, 
we would sell any of the French Ridge 
owned weeks on  our website 
www.frenchridgehoa.com for $500 in 
title fees if you are a current owner in 
good standing. If you are not a current 
French Ridge owner, the first year’s 
dues of $1000 paid ahead and $500 in 
title fees for a total of $1500 would 
make you a proud owner of a French 
Ridge week.

Alpine Meadows does a great job of 
renting out these weeks and we do 
obtain revenue to offset the fact that 
we do not have dues paying owners 
for these weeks.
