ITEM 3 	MATTERS ARISING (Not on the Agenda)

ITEM 4 	MATTERS FOR DISCUSSION

(a) Police Issues: 
Children’s safety, Cllr Greaves has met with the Head of Norton Junior School regarding the walk to school initiative. This has been put to the board and a response is awaited.  

Safer routes to school, after discussions with Shaun Wilinson at CoDC improvements are in the planning stage and further updates will be provided in due course.

Community Speed watch:
Total costs for equipment are 179.54, the Clerk will order these tomorrow.  Once it has arrived training will be arranged.

(b) Highway/Environmental Matters

(i) HGV’s through the Parish.  The PC continue to appeal to the relevant departments for action.

(ii) The Old Campsall Club site.  Police have been seen at the location after reports of children on the roof.  An attempt to tidy up slightly has been noted.  The Clerk will contact Sarah Smith again prior to next meeting for any update.

(iii) Resurfacing of White Ley Road/Greengate is an issue and needs chasing up.


(c)        Bus Shelter on West End Road.
Cllr Squires (CoDC) has received no update yet. The Clerk will again try to request the new shelter.

(d) Parish Councillor Vacancies.
Three vacancies remain.

(e) The group facilitators have made the difficult decision to close, however        options to assist continue to be pursued by Cllr M Morgan.
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(f)        Update of signatories and new Gala bank account. 
New signatories have been updated, and the new account application has been submitted.

(g) Parish Magazine
3rd July is the deadline for the next edition.  Alison will provide a Clerks update for inclusion.  Clerk will research options for printing costs.

(h) Boundary fence allotments.
Cllr Wakelin will look on Thursday morning.  Clerk will discuss with CoDC re repairing or replacing the fence.

· It was noted that there is still rubbish to be collected from the Spittalrush Lane allotments, the Clerk will continue to look for someone to remove this.

(i)        Usage of Ryecroft Building.
It was discussed whether alternative users of the building may be found in the future.  Only half of the changing rooms are currently used on a once fortnightly basis by Sands FC.  The running club used to use the facilities twice weekly which was a source of more regular income.  Thought will be given to alternative users even if this means some building alterations.

· Cllr Wakelin suggested events such as an outdoor cinema could be investigated and he would research this.

(j)        Speed Indicator Device Burghwallis Road, Sutton.
The Councillors are giving consideration to a new SID in this location.  The Clerk will contact Andy Stewart to arrange a site meeting.

(k) Children’s Play Area Norton Lounge.
The Clerk has obtained a new quote which she will forward to Cllr M Morgan as he is pursuing other funding options.
