(a) Police Issues:

Community Speed watch:

(b) Highway/Environmental Matters

(i) Campsall Park Gates.  The new gate off Back Lane is no longer jammed, however there is still an issue with disability scooters who cannot access the park in certain locations.

(ii) New swing at the park.  Installation has taken place.


(iii) HGV’s through the Parish. There is still an issue, improvement is hoped for once construction works on A1 are complete.

(iv) Dog waste bins.  Still no response.  The Clerk would contact Damien Allen CEO with a general complaint regarding all outstanding matters.

(v) Small Works.  Planter that is in disrepair it has been decided to remove this for safety reasons.   Post on playing field Quarry Rd/Hawthorne Ave, children are running into it.  Cllrs would take a look to see how easy this would be to remove.
