ITEM 4 	MATTERS FOR DISCUSSION

(a) Police Issues: 
Children’s safety. The walk to school initiative is now in place.  Also, as discussed with the member of public who attended the Clerk will follow up on the possibility of having lines marked on the kerbs.  Clerk continues to follow up with Shaun Wilkinson regarding the safer routes to school improvements. 


Community Speed watch:
All equipment has now been purchased, other than signs which the Clerk awaits instruction from Scott Dernie.  A date for training has been put forward for Thursday 4th June.

(b) Highway/Environmental Matters

(i) HGV’s through the Parish.  The Clerk has emailed Went Valley Skips and Askew skips regarding their lorries increased sightings in the area.  Went Valley responded to say they had had several jobs in the area lately.  Askew skips did not reply and the Clerk will chase.

(ii) The Old Campsall Club site.  The Clerk contacted Sarah Smith, planning enforcement at CoDC, she responded to say there is no update at this time.  Matter to remain on the agenda.

(iii) Review of highways commitments from Sam Whitehouse.  No contact from him since December 2025, the Clerk will chase for an update.

(iv) Urgent repairs Greengate/White Ley Road. The Clerk will chase.

(v) Rubbish dumped on bridal path near Spittlalrush Lane.  Cllr Greaves has reported to CoDC and will check if it has been removed.

Cllr Morgan reported some fly tipping on White Ley Road on 3rd May and will check if this has been removed also.

Regarding the overspray of weedkiller throughout Norton, the Clerk and Chair met with Highways.  They have assured that some improvement should be seen within the next 6-8 weeks and if not, the Clerk will contact them again.  
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The bollard which has been removed near the waste bin/bench on High Street, the Clerk will request the bollard to be replaced with a new one.


(c)        Bus Shelter on West End Road.
Cllr Squires (CoDC) has updated that someone from SYMCA will attend to see what is required.

(d) Parish Councillor Vacancies.
Three vacancies remain.
