DECLARATIONS OF DISCLOSABLE PECUNIARY AND PERSONAL INTERESTS

The living Xmas tree gifted to the Wellingtonia Centre by the Parish Council last year has sadly died and Cllr Squire is looking to arrange a replacement.  Should this not be possible the Parish Council will supply a tree for the Wellingtonia Centre, it was noted that a cut tree (rather than rooted) was the preference and that diameter size of existing hole would be notified by Cllr Atkins to the Clerk.

ITEM 3 	MATTERS ARISING (Not on the Agenda) 

· Email from a resident re drains throughout the Parish, the Clerk would respond and flag to CoDC.
· Campsall Club site remains unsightly with no further response from CoDC.  The Chair will investigate this further and report back.
· There has been an issue reported in the toilets at Honeybees, the plumber will attend on Saturday morning to fix, Clerk will arrange with Facilities Manager to allow access.
· The Chair requested volunteers to open the building for meetings on a rota system.  This will require attendance 15 minutes prior 
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to the start of the meeting.  Clerk will note when issuing the agenda who is to open.  This was previously discussed on appointment of the new Facilities Manager to save money.


	
ITEM 4 	MATTERS FOR DISCUSSION

(a) Police Issues: 
Children’s safety concerns with parking and driving outside school.  Speed Vans have been operating in the area.  The issue remains, parking violations are not being enforced, and the situation is noticeably worse in Winter.

Community Speed watch:
Responses are hoped for from the article in the Parish Magazine.  Cllr Wakelin to compile a survey monkey for publishing to Facebook by the Clerk to gauge further interest.

(b) Highway/Environmental Matters

(i) Campsall Park Gates.  Mobility scooter access remains an issue, Clerk to arrange a meeting with CoDC and Cllr Shearman on site to highlight the specific concerns.

(ii) HGV’s through the Parish. Four companies have been contacted with responses received from some. Improvement is still hoped for once construction works on A1 are complete.

(iii) Dog waste bins.  A new bin has now been installed on the green space at Lyndhurst Rise.

(iv) Post on playing field Quarry Rd/Hawthorne Ave has now been removed but needs taking away.  Cllr Hampton and Cllr Wakelin to attend to this.

(v) Mirror on High Street opposite Headingley Road.  Residents have requested a mirror be installed here to enhance safety.  It was discussed that a further mirror would be beneficial at the end of Back Lane in Campsall.  The Clerk would contact Highways at CoDC to make enquiries.

(vi) Overgrown Holly Tree.  The tree in the garden of rest needs cutting back after complaints from a resident.  Cllr Greaves will take a look to see the extent of what is required and appropriate measures may be taken.
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(c)        Community Buses Meeting
To remain on agenda.
Bus Stop on West End Road, where the buses no longer stop, is it possible to have it moved to a location where it will be used on the opposite side of the road?  Cllrs will take a look; it is thought a bus stop may already be in situ there.

(d)  Parish Councillor Vacancies: 
Three vacancies remain, no further interest.


(e) CCTV and Internet for Ryecroft Building.  
The preferred contractor has been able to reduce their costs upon request by the Clerk in line with our budget.  Internet installation will be arranged ASAP so the new system can be fitted without further delay.

(f)        Playgroup.
The Playgroup has been unable to obtain funding and the group at Campsall has unfortunately now closed.  The Clerk will invite the organisers to the next Parish Council meeting to put forward their case to discuss if the Parish Council can offer any assistance.

(g) Christmas Trees.  
Clerk to order the usual 3 trees for each village, Cllr Squire to organise tree for Wellingtonia (as noted above), however, if unable to the Parish Council will order another tree.  Cllr Atkins to inform Clerk of size required (for a cut tree).  Upon request the village trees are to be no taller than 12ft due to issues installing last year.

(h) Update of signatories and new Gala bank account. 
All in progress, however the bank will not allow a second current account for the Gala so the Clerk will investigate opening one elsewhere.  Cllr Greaves noted a deposit payment of £20 from the WI had not been recorded in the Gala accounts.  This would be transferred by the Clerk from the PC account to the Gala deposit account and recorded appropriately.

(i)        Summer Camp Dates.
AMJ are looking to arrange a summer tournament, Clerk will check with the organiser of the Summer Sports camp to avoid a clash of dates.

(j)        Land registry checks.  Shakespeare Avenue
Further to a request from a member of the public last month it has been ascertained that the garage is not owned by CoDC and shows on the boundary of the property.  Clerk will contact the resident to inform him 
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of this.  Parish Council unfortunately unable to assist any further in this matter.
