Weston Woods and Water Challenge

SWT announces a campaign to protect 275 acres of historic, forested land with over a mile of frontage on the
Kennebec River. Red oaks, sugar maples, and red maples dominate the hardwoods while white pines and
hemlocks dominate the softwoods. The landscape has diverse topography of kettle holes, pine plains, flood-
plain forests and eskers.

On the west side of Weston Woods, with another mile of frontage on the Kennebec River, 50 acres of farm-
land have been protected by an agricultural easement held by Maine Farmland Trust. The State of Maine has
protected Weston Island and other adjacent parcels by a conservation easement. The Weston parcel is within
an important Maine Department of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife Focus Area and there is significant wading
bird habitat north of Weston Island.

The Weston family has owned this model forest and farm for over 220 years, including the classic Federalist
homestead, built in 1817. The farmhouse has been purchased by an owner interested in restoration of the
historic home.

The irreplaceable, pristine views of the land from the river’s corridor will be forever protected for all future

generations. Conserving the Weston forest will protect the underlying Kennebec aquifer with clean,
unpolluted water. Native species of mam-

{mals, birds and reptiles will flourish in their
natural habitat.
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SWT will establish and maintain trails for hik-
ing, skiing, hunting, birdwatching and biking
and water frontage for boat landings, picnics,
and fishing. The snowmobile trail that now
runs through the land will remain open.

This is the most ambitious project SWT has
undertaken in its 91 year history. This
visionary project will protect the natural
resources of the Kennebec River so treasured
by all of us.

When we think of our most precious landscapes,
many of us imagine our favorite views of mountains
and rivers. For me, | love the Kennebec River with
its islands, four of which SWT owns, and the pris-
tine views of landscapes that haven’t changed
much since Native Americans canoed the river.

The problem is, | said that landscapes haven’t
changed—much. There are more gravel pits, but
eventually the sweet fern will emerge and trees will
grow. There are a few more homes but with river
resource protection laws, most are at least 100 feet
from the river.

What I’'m worried about are the changes that will
be more apparent when there are houses every
200 feet along the river; when the forests are cut
too thin; when once vacant shores are posted with
No Trespassing signs; and, when the fishing gets
slow because of diminishment of quality habitat.

| feel that conserving Weston Woods is more than
just important; it’s essential that we protect OUR

river, one property, one section at a time.
