   Community Service – 10%

   Opening Number 
   Required Apparel: Pageant T-shirt, denim jeans, jean skirt, shorts, or capris, 
   socks, tennis    
   shoes. T-shirt information will be announced when the final schedule is  
   released. Aside for the T-shirt, please bring the required apparel listed above.  
   This will be the outfit you wear for the opening number.  

 

   Talent #1 – 15% 

   Required Apparel: Outfit, Shoes, Accessories, and any props needed 

    In order to win the American Entertainer title, you are required to perform  
    two different talents. This can include the following combinations: Singing and     
    dancing, 2 styles of dance, spoken word and singing, etc. Any type of talent is   
    ok as long as they are clearly different. This can also include English or  
   Western horsemanship. Your talent can be no longer than 2 minutes. If you  
   have music that you would like to go with your talent, please send music to  
   missamericanambassador@gmail.com by August 31st, 2020. If your music    
   needs to be cut to accommodate the 2-minute requirement, please plan  
   accordingly. Talent will be timed. If you go over 2 minutes, points will be  
   deducted. Make sure to have fun with whatever talent you choose but please  
   make sure it is age and family appropriate. 

 

   Talent #2 – 15% 

   Required Apparel: Outfit, Shoes, Accessories, and any props needed 

      In order to win the American Entertainer title, you are required to perform two  
      different talents. This must be different than your first talent. This can include  
      the following combinations: Singing and dancing, 2 styles of dance, spoken  
      word and singing, etc. Any type of talent is ok as long as they are clearly  
      different. This can also include English or Western horsemanship. Your talent  
      can be no longer than 2 minutes. If you have music that you would like to go  
      with your talent, please send music to missamericanambassador@gmail.com  
      by August 31st, 2020. If your music needs to be cut to accommodate the 2- 
      minute requirement, please plan accordingly. Talent will be timed. If you go   
       over 2 minutes, points will be deducted. Make sure to have fun with whatever  
       talent you choose but please make sure it is age and family appropriate. 
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    Actress – 15% 

    Required Apparel: Outfit, Shoes, and Accessories

   Commercial – 15% 

   Required Apparel: Outfit, Shoes, and Accessories 

   Pick your favorite commercial to perform. The contestant may pick a  
   commercial, past or present, or get creative and make up a commercial of your  
    own. You have only 1 minute to perform your commercial. If you go over 1  
   minute, you will lose points. Props are allowed as long as they are easy to  
   transport on and off stage. 

 

Red Carpet – 15% 

Required Apparel: Outfit, Shoes, and Accessories 

The contestant will have a chance to be interviewed on the red carpet. It will  
be videotaped and played at the final pageant. The judges will be looking for  
originality in the questions asked, as well as the contestant’s personality to  
show through during the impromptu interview.  

 

Emcee – 15% 

Required Apparel: Outfit, Shoes, and Accessories 

The contestant will get a chance to show their skills at being an emcee. The  
judges will be looking for how well you can hold their attention and how well  
you present and describe your model. You will be judged in the interview room  
while describing what the model is wearing as well as exciting your “crowd”
