How To Properly Use And Maintain Your Locally Assembled Kapla

1. Charging the Kapla Huaihai electric vehicle

Step 1: turn off the Kapla Huaihai electric vehicle with the key switch

Step 2: Park the Kapla Huaihai electric vehicle in a shaded and cool area

Step 3: Plug the Kapla Huaihai electric vehicle 13A outlet and plug the other end to the Kapla
Huaihai electric vehicle charging socket which you will find on the front of the seat towards
the bottom.

Step 4: Always make sure to fully charge the Kapla Huaihai electric vehicle to 100% in order to
lengthen battery lifespan. DO NOT ride the Kapla Huaihai electric vehicle if the battery level
is below 40% and charge to 100% immediately.

2. Battery Care:

Make sure the battery is never left uncharged or unused for more than 1 week. Always make
sure to have the bike/battery charged fully, even when not in use. If the battery is left unused
for a prolonged period of time(more than a week) it will result in permanent battery damage
and a replacement will be required that is not applicable under warranty.

b. Make sure to fully charge the electric Kapla Huaihai electric vehicle before first use.

c. Do not charge the electric Kapla Huaihai electric vehicle with a power extension cord of any
kind, only plug the charger directly into a wall power outlet.

d. Never deplete the battery below 40% of capacity in order to lengthen the lifespan of the
battery.

e. It is crucial to fully charge the battery every night before use. The charger automatically shuts
off when the battery reaches full capacity, so you can leave it plugged in overnight without
WOrTYy.

Regularly inspect the battery and wiring for any signs of damage or wear.

g. Avoid any wire-cutting, non-marking, or unauthorized modifications to the battery system, as
these actions may void the warranty.

h. Note a lower battery mileage will be experienced during regular battery wear. This may not be
covered under warranty due to the natural nature of battery wear.

i. Do not charge the vehicle or leave the vehicle under direct sunlight. Always charge and leave
the vehicle in a cool dry area when not in use.

j. Battery is rated at IP65 water protection rating. However, do not wade in water as Kapla shall
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not be liable for water wading damage.

3. Motor Maintenance:

Check the motor casing regularly to ensure it is free from damage, and the outlet part is intact.
Avoid exceeding the maximum weight limit of the vehicle, which is designed to accommodate
two adult passengers only. Overloading the vehicle may lead to motor, controller, and battery
for extreme wear and burnout and void the warranty.

Any wire-cutting, non-marking, or unauthorized modifications to the motor system should be
avoided to maintain warranty coverage.

Controller Care:

Inspect the controller shell and wires regularly to ensure they are in good condition with no
signs of self-disassembly or short circuits.

Avoid any unauthorized modifications to the controller system to prevent warranty avoidance.

5. Wheel Hub Motor Maintenance:

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Regularly check the hub motor axle for any signs of external force deformation or abnormal
damage.

Charger Usage:
Ensure the charger shell and outlet are free from damage or self-disassembly.
Only use authorized charging stations with the appropriate outlets to avoid charging issues.

Brake System Check:

Regularly monitor the brake hub for cracks, trachoma, or desoldering.

Ensure the proper functioning of the brake system to prevent accidents.

Please note that brake pads are considered consumables and are not covered under warranty

Tire and Wheel Care:
Inspect the tires regularly for any signs of bulging, cracking, or punctures.
Check the wheel rims for peeling, cracking, or deformation.

Suspension and Steering Maintenance:

Regularly inspect the front fork shock absorber for structural integrity and oil leakage.
Monitor the steering gear and connecting plates for signs of rust or deformation.
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
