Entries: Open immediately.  Maximum number of entries = 25.

Fees: Solos Adult £15.00 or Youth £10.00.
Child Protection:  The Secretary of Meeting is the point of contact (National Sporting Core 6.16).

General:  Covid-19 Special Arrangements (as per ACU Covid-19 Risk Assessment)

To be read in conjunction with the current Trials Risk Assessment shown on the ACU website.
· If a rider or any member of his/her household develops symptoms of Covid-19 up to 14 days before the event, they must not enter.  Full refunds will be made to riders notifying the Secretary of Meeting he/she has to withdraw due to the reasons above.

· Riders are to print or write their allocated riding number onto a card or paper 15 x 10 cm.  The card/paper to be shown on entry to weald barkfold and the rider’s name stated.  There will be no signing-on or machine examination.
· Only one competitor per vehicle, unless from the same household or support bubble.

· No guests.  No spectators.

· Minimum of 3 metres between parked vehicles.

· On-line entry only.  Cash or cheques in envelope on the day {no change given}
· Maximum of 25 competitors.

· NO CATERING on site.  You are advised to bring your own food and drink..

· Social distancing minimum 2 metres must be observed at all times.

· No sharing or swapping of bikes during the event.

· It is the riders’ responsibility to replace dislodged section markers.

· No more than 3 riders to walk a section at any one time.
