RIDE COORDINATOR 

 

 

Time to get down!  

 

I am not talking about the music of the 70s but rather on the garage floor. It sure is conven-

ient having the latest tire pressure monitors with digital pressure readouts but that’s only part 

of the story.    

 

Of course I watch how much mileage I have on a set of tires and even though you can gener-

ally predict how far they might go you cannot bank on it. I have to admit, I am always opti-

mistic about how many miles I will get out of a set of tires but more often than not I fall short 

of my expectations. My current tires have 9,000 miles on them and not much life left. I al-

ways hope for 12,000.  

 

Do you know how to spot your wear bars are on your tire? These tell you when the tires 

need to be replaced.  

 

You should be on the floor rolling your tires around looking for uneven wear, damage to a 

tire, any objects that may have gotten stuck in the tire and cupping on the tire. The tire moni-

tors might let you know you have lost some pressure, but you need to find out why. More 

often than not it’s something stuck in the tire.  

Also look to make sure your valve stem support is in place. If they become loose they can of-

ten be snapped back into place. Sometimes they do have to be replaced. It doesn’t cost much 

to have a spare so I carry an extra one on the bike. It makes you feel much better when 

you’re miles from home and you realize you need one.  I do often do it to the 70s music in 

the background.
