[making it operative, energizing, and effective]. It is sharper than any two-edged sword,
penetrating as far as the division of the soul and spirit [the completeness of a person],
and of both joints and marrow [the deepest parts of our nature], exposing and judging the
very thoughts and intentions of the heart. And not a creature exists that is concealed from
His sight, but all things are open and exposed, and revealed to the eyes of Him with
whom we have to give account.

G John 1:1-5 Amplified Bible (AMP) - The Deity of Jesus Christ - In the beginning
[before all time] was the Word (Christ), and the Word was with God, and the Word was
God Himself.  He was [continually existing] in the beginning [co-eternally] with God.  All
things were made and came into existence through Him; and without Him not even one
thing was made that has come into being. In Him was life [and the power to bestow life],
and the life was the Light of men. The Light shines on in the darkness, and the darkness
did not understand it or overpower it or appropriate it or absorb it [and is unreceptive to
it].

G John 1:14 Amplified Bible (AMP) - The Word Made Flesh - And the Word (Christ)
became flesh, and lived among us; and we [actually] saw His glory, glory as belongs to
the [One and] only begotten Son of the Father, [the Son who is truly unique, the only One
of His kind, who is] full of grace and truth (absolutely free of deception).

G Revelation 19: 13-16 (AMP) ... He is dressed in a robe dipped in blood, and His name
is called The Word of God. And the armies of heaven, dressed in fine linen, [dazzling]
white and clean, followed Him on white horses. From His mouth comes a sharp sword
(His word) with which He may strike down the nations, and He will rule them with a rod
of iron; and He will tread the wine press of the fierce wrath of God, the Almighty [in
judgment of the rebellious world].

G 2 Corinthians 3: 3-6 (New Living Translation) -  Clearly, you are a letter from Christ
showing the result of our ministry among you. This “letter” is written not with pen and ink,
but with the Spirit of the living God. It is carved not on tablets of stone, but on human
hearts. We are confident of all this because of our great trust in God through Christ. It is
not that we think we are qualified to do anything on our own. Our qualification comes
from God. He has enabled us to be ministers of his new covenant. This is a covenant not
of written laws, but of the Spirit. The old written covenant ends in death; but under the
new covenant, the Spirit gives life.

G Luke 24: 27-32 (NLT) - Then Jesus took them through the writings of Moses and all the
prophets, explaining from all the Scriptures the things concerning himself. By this time
they were nearing Emmaus and the end of their journey. Jesus acted as if he were going
on, but they begged him, “Stay the night with us, since it is getting late.” So he went
home with them. As they sat down to eat, he took the bread and blessed it. Then he
broke it and gave it to them.  Suddenly, their eyes were opened, and they recognized
him. And at that moment he disappeared!  They said to each other, “Didn’t our hearts
burn within us as he talked with us on the road and explained the Scriptures to us?”
