(Exception: Small Fry Teams technique class are highly suggested  
but are not required)

The main objective in the Performance Team class is to learn and perfect multiple routines that 
are to be performed at various events. The technique class is very important in order to better yourself as a 
dancer. Technique helps greatly in posture, turns and flexibility. All dance classes must be taken 
exclusively at Steppin’ Out. Team members may not participate in dance classes hosted by another dance 
studio while actively enrolled on our Performance Teams.  

 
In this 2026-2027 season, we plan on competing in 2-3 New England Dance Competitions held in 

Maine or New Hampshire. The Clogging Teams will also be participating in the Northeast Clogging 
Convention & Competition in April. All teams will be required to perform in various local performances 
that can include: Harvest Fest in October, Saco Lights parade in December, Steppin’ Out Christmas 
Party/Charity Event in December, Nursing Homes, Maine Celtics, LaKermesse Parade in June & 
Harborfest in August. These performances and competitions are mandatory to be at to be on our teams. 
Performance Team Newsletters will be handed out in the fall and updated regularly.  

 
As a Performance Team member, all accounts MUST be current to attend classes and 

competitions. This includes monthly tuition, costume fees and all competition fees.  
 
All new Performance Team members will need to order a jacket which will be used for the next 

few years. All teams also need a Performance Team shirt to be worn to each class as well as 
performances. A strict dress code will be enforced to provide maximum success in the classroom. 

 
Make-up MUST be applied for all competitions and performances. For make-up, we recommend 

a brown eyeshadow palette, pink blush and a red lipstick.
