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Vatican Confirms Papal Visit to Canada Program - July 24 -
29, 2022

The Vatican has released additional details regarding the Papal Visit to Canada, July 24-29, 2022. The
Pope’s visit will provide an opportunity for him to listen and dialogue with Indigenous Peoples, to express
his heartfelt closeness and to address the impact of residential schools in Canada. The papal visit will also
provide an opportunity for the shepherd of the world’s 1.2 billion Catholics to connect with the Catholic
community in Canada.

The Holy Father will travel within Alberta (based in Edmonton) from July 24-27, followed by a visit to
Quebec City and Ste. Anne-de-Beaupré, July 27-29. Pope Francis will visit Igaluit, Nunavut the afternoon
of July 29 before returning to Rome.

Drawing on the theme, “Walking Together”, the Holy Father’s journey of reconciliation, healing and hope
includes visits to a former residential school, Indigenous pilgrimage sites, two public Masses and a mix of
private and public events. There will be tickets available (free) for a limited number of events, all of which
will be broadcast and accessible via livestream.

40. One does not need to be an expert in matters of homeless people. What is important is that
volunteers try to see that those people who come to our door are children of God. From a safety
perspective, as noted above, we do not let people in, but serve them at the door, and we have strict
procedures in place to ensure cleanliness and high standards of hygiene. Thus, volunteers can feel safe. If
you feel called to serve in any way, please contact: Sister Marife Macalam at mmacalam@pgdiocese.ca
or (778) 675-6547 or Peter Ranson at p-ranson@shaw.ca or (250) 552-8980.
