1 Samuel 3:9
So Eli told Samuel, "Go and lie down, and if he calls you, say, 'Speak, LORD, for your servant is listening.' " So Samuel went and lay down in his place.

2 Chronicles 7:14
..if my people, who are called by my name, will humble themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from their wicked ways, then will I hear from heaven and will forgive their sin and will heal their land.

Isaiah 42:6
"I, the LORD, have called you in righteousness; 
I will take hold of your hand. 
I will keep you and will make you 
to be a covenant for the people 
and a light for the Gentiles."
Isaiah 43:7
".. everyone who is called by my name, 
whom I created for my glory, 
whom I formed and made." 

Isaiah 45:22 (NKJV)

"Look to Me, and be saved, 

All you ends of the earth! 

For I am God, and there is no other."
Isaiah 55:1
"Come, all you who are thirsty, 
come to the waters; 
and you who have no money, 
come, buy and eat! 
Come, buy wine and milk 
without money and without cost.

Isaiah 66:4 

"..so I also will choose harsh treatment for them 

and will bring upon them what they dread. 

For when I called, no one answered, 

when I spoke, no one listened. 

They did evil in my sight 

and chose what displeases me."

But the more I called Israel, 
the further they went from me. 
They sacrificed to the Baals 
and they burned incense to images.

Zechariah 7:12 - 14

They made their hearts as hard as flint and would not listen to the law or to the words that the LORD Almighty had sent by his Spirit through the earlier prophets. So the LORD Almighty was very angry. 13 " 'When I called, they did not listen; so when they called, I would not listen,' says the LORD Almighty. 14 'I scattered them with a whirlwind among all the nations, where they were strangers. The land was left so desolate behind them that no one could come or go. This is how they made the pleasant land desolate.' "

Matthew 4:19
"Come, follow me," Jesus said, "and I will make you fishers of men."

Matthew 5:19
Anyone who breaks one of the least of these commandments and teaches others to do the same will be called least in the kingdom of heaven, but whoever practices and teaches these commands will be called great in the kingdom of heaven. 

Matthew 20:16 (NKJV)

"So the last will be first, and the first will be last."

The woman said, "I know that Messiah" (called Christ) "is coming. When he comes, he will explain everything to us."

All that the Father gives me will come to me, and whoever comes to me I will never drive away.

John 12:48 (NKJV)

He who rejects Me, and does not receive My words, has that which judges him--the word that I have spoken will judge him in the last day.

John 15:16

You did not choose me, but I chose you and appointed you to go and bear fruit--fruit that will last. Then the Father will give you whatever you ask in my name.

Acts 13:48

When the Gentiles heard this, they were glad and honored the word of the Lord; and all who were appointed for eternal life believed.

Acts 17:30
In the past God overlooked such ignorance, but now he commands all people everywhere to repent.

Acts 28:24 – 27

Some were convinced by what he said, but others would not believe. 25 They disagreed among themselves and began to leave after Paul had made this final statement: "The Holy Spirit spoke the truth to your forefathers when he said through Isaiah the prophet: 

26 " 'Go to this people and say, 

"You will be ever hearing but never understanding; 

 you will be ever seeing but never perceiving."

Romans 1:1

Paul, a servant of Christ Jesus, called to be an apostle and set apart for the gospel of God--

Romans 1:6

And you also are among those who are called to belong to Jesus Christ.

Romans 1:20

For since the creation of the world God's invisible qualities--his eternal power and divine nature--have been clearly seen, being understood from what has been made, so that men are without excuse.

Romans 8:28

And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to his purpose.

Romans 8:30

And those he predestined, he also called; those he called, he also justified; those he justified, he also glorified.

Romans 9:11 (NKJV)

(for the children not yet being born, nor having done any good or evil, that the purpose of God according to election might stand, not of works but of Him who calls),

Romans 9:24 (NKJV)

..even us whom He called, not of the Jews only, but also of the Gentiles?

1 Corinthians 1:9

God, who has called you into fellowship with his Son Jesus Christ our Lord, is faithful.

1 Corinthians 1:24

..but to those whom God has called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God.

1 Corinthians 1:26
Brothers, think of what you were when you were called. Not many of you were wise by human standards; not many were influential; not many were of noble birth. 

1 Corinthians 7:17, 18

Nevertheless, each one should retain the place in life that the Lord assigned to him and to which God has called him. This is the rule I lay down in all the churches. 18 Was a man already circumcised when he was called? He should not become uncircumcised. Was a man uncircumcised when he was called? He should not be circumcised.

1 Corinthians 7:20, 21 (NKJV)

Let each one remain in the same calling in which he was called. 21 Were you a slave when you were called? Don't let it trouble you--although if you can gain your freedom, do so.

1 Corinthians 7:22
For he who was a slave when he was called by the Lord is the Lord's freedman; similarly, he who was a free man when he was called is Christ's slave.

1 Corinthians 7:24 (NKJV)

Brethren, let each one remain with God in that state in which he was called.

2 Corinthians 5:20 (NKJV)

Now then, we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God were pleading through us: we implore you on Christ's behalf, be reconciled to God.

Galatians 1:15

But when God, who set me apart from birth and called me by his grace, was pleased

Galatians 5:13
You, my brothers, were called to be free. But do not use your freedom to indulge the sinful nature; rather, serve one another in love. 

Ephesians 1:18
I pray also that the eyes of your heart may be enlightened in order that you may know the hope to which he has called you, the riches of his glorious inheritance in the saints, 

Ephesians 4:1

As a prisoner for the Lord, then, I urge you to live a life worthy of the calling you have received.

Ephesians 4:4
There is one body and one Spirit--just as you were called to one hope when you were called--

Ephesians 4:11, 12

It was he who gave some to be apostles, some to be prophets, some to be evangelists, and some to be pastors and teachers, 12 to prepare God's people for works of service, so that the body of Christ may be built up.
Philippians 3:14
I press on toward the goal to win the prize for which God has called me heavenward in Christ Jesus.

Colossians 3:15

Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, since as members of one body you were called to peace. And be thankful.

1 Thessalonians 4:7

For God did not call us to be impure, but to live a holy life.

2 Thessalonians 2:10, 11 (NKJV)

..and with all unrighteous deception among those who perish, because they did not receive the love of the truth, that they might be saved. 11 And for this reason God will send them strong delusion, that they should believe the lie,

2 Thessalonians 2:14

He called you to this through our gospel, that you might share in the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ.

1 Timothy 2:3, 4
This is good, and pleases God our Savior, 4 who wants all men to be saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth.

1 Timothy 6:12

Fight the good fight of the faith. Take hold of the eternal life to which you were called when you made your good confession in the presence of many witnesses.

2 Timothy 1:9

..who has saved us and called us to a holy life--not because of anything we have done but because of his own purpose and grace. This grace was given us in Christ Jesus before the beginning of time,

Hebrews 3:1
Therefore, holy brothers, who share in the heavenly calling, fix your thoughts on Jesus, the apostle and high priest whom we confess.

Hebrews 5:4
No one takes this honor upon himself; he must be called by God, just as Aaron was.

Hebrews 9:15
For this reason Christ is the mediator of a new covenant, that those who are called may receive the promised eternal inheritance--now that he has died as a ransom to set them free from the sins committed under the first covenant. 

1 Peter 1:15
But just as he who called you is holy, so be holy in all you do;

1 Peter 2:9, 10

But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light. 10 Once you were not a people, but now you are the people of God; once you had not received mercy, but now you have received mercy.

1 Peter 2:21
To this you were called, because Christ suffered for you, leaving you an example, that you should follow in his steps.

1 Peter 3:9
Do not repay evil with evil or insult with insult, but with blessing, because to this you were called so that you may inherit a blessing.

1 Peter 5:10

And the God of all grace, who called you to his eternal glory in Christ, after you have suffered a little while, will himself restore you and make you strong, firm and steadfast.

2 Peter 1:3

His divine power has given us everything we need for life and godliness through our knowledge of him who called us by his own glory and goodness.

Jude, a servant of Jesus Christ and a brother of James, 
To those who have been called, who are loved by God the Father and kept by Jesus Christ:
