Councilperson Don Ross discussed writing the “Fueling Procedure” for the Town of Sodus and all that use Town of Sodus vehicles.  The Sodus Town Board was in agreement of the fueling procedure. 

DISSCUSSION:

1) Councilperson David LeRoy discussed moving the Town Court bank accounts to Key Bank across the street in the Village of Sodus.  Supervisor LeRoy stated the Board has been trying to come up with an alternative for Court deposits since they cannot allow bonded Town of Sodus personnel drop deposits off at the Town’s bank (which is a distance a ways from Sodus).  The Board is trying to do what they can to save costs on mileage reimbursement and the Court bank deposits.  
Councilperson David LeRoy stated he was informed, that Key Bank will not allow just the 4 accounts of the Justice Courts, without transferring all Town of Sodus accounts to Key Bank.  They are unwilling to work with the request. 
Supervisor LeRoy stated that the Town’s current bank has managed to eliminate all service charges for the accounts. In the meantime all accounts will stay with the current bank.
