CAMP BEECHWOOD REPORT

A few windstorms took down 3 large trees in the park in November, one of which completely blocked the main trail from the west entrance. I used $800 from the camping funds to purchase a saw big enough to cut through them and a log pick to move the cuttings. I also purchased 4 new cameras for security which came out to $360. Once we receive the cameras, I’ll activate them on to our current plan and pay ahead on the bill out of our camping fund as well. The next major project scheduled is the addition of a skating rink in front of the red barn and lighting up the west entrance for the winter season. Most of the frame material will be repurposed from the old rubber band bridge, but approximately $300 of lumber will need to be purchased new, as well as a liner for the rink. The rest of materials and lighting will be paid for by our camping fund as well. Any of the remaining money in the camping fund will be used for tools and supplies to keep the park running smoothly for the remainder of this year and the next.
