CORRESPONDENCE & INFORMATION

Councilperson David LeRoy motion to advertise and hold a public hearing on October 13, 2020 at 6:30 PM regarding Local Law No. 4 for Solar was seconded by Councilperson Chris Tertinek. Upon roll call the following votes were heard, Scott Johnson, aye; David LeRoy, aye; Don Ross, aye; Chris Tertinek, aye; and John Faulks, aye. Motion carried.

Supervisor Scott Johnson discussed options with Harriman Park/Park Ordinances in the Town of Sodus.  The Town Board discussed part of the details of the deed with Town Attorney Amy Kendall, when given by Mary W. Harriman to the Town of Sodus on December 29th, 1911. In the Deed in the second full paragraph on the second page it states, “ The party of first part herby specifies and declares that the premises above described  are hereby  conveyed for the purposes of creating and continuing a park, to be known as Harriman Park, which shall be free and open to the public for use and enjoyment, subject only to such reasonable rules and regulations as the Trustees from time to time shall establish and promulgate, in accordance with the statute in such case made and provided, except that said water lot Number Eleven, (11) shall be opened by the authorities of the Town of Sodus as highway leading from the Alton Road to Sodus Bay.” 

Kendall discussed the process of selling the park or transferring it. She shared that it would take State Legislation to act on this for the Town of Sodus to move forward in selling or transferring the property.  Councilman Tertinek mentioned that the Town will also want to check with LWRP (Local Water Front Revitalization Program) as well. 
Johnson will talk with Mayor McDowell in Sodus Point regarding the park.

Councilperson David LeRoy motioned to allow the speed limit reduction petition and letter submitted by Bobbie-Avery Black on Ridge Rd. to be considered for investigation by NY State and undergo the process and study was seconded by Councilperson Chris Tertinek. Upon roll call the following votes were heard, Scott Johnson, aye; David LeRoy, aye; Don Ross, aye; Chris Tertinek, aye; and John Faulks, aye. Motion carried.

Supervisor Johnson shared the, “Card of Thanks” sent from the Sodus Center Fire Department.  The Town Board honored Chief Randy Foote and his family with a Proclamation at his celebration of life.
