Vineyard: The grapes are from the Coyote
Ridge upper block vineyard situated almost in
the middle of Dry Creek Valley. This tiny
1.2-acre vineyard is planted on decomposed
rocks and brick red Manzanita-type soils very
well suited for low-pH Petites with deep red
color and solid, age-worthy structure. The
vineyard is about 27 years old now and
dry-farmed. The yield in 2021 was the lowest
I've seen in the last 20 years!

The Vintage: The 2021 harvest year was
near perfect for growing grapes and a second
year of a lighter-than-normal crop. The berry
size was smaller than average, delivering
exceptional flavors, intense color, and
beautiful grapes—fruit-forward and ripe.
