Bring only what will fit into a duffel bag or one suitcase and a backpack​. You will be moving 

during the summer and will need to carry your belongings. There is no storage space at camp. Please 
remember that you are a role model and how you dress is very important. Make sure your clothing is clean 
and presentable, and has no offensive words, pictures, alcohol or cigarette advertising or any "double meaning" 
words or phrases on them. You will be expected to swim with your campers during the week so bring 
appropriate swim attire with you to camp.

❑One set of work/painting clothes 

❑Closed-toed shoes 

❑ Sandals or flip-flops 

❑ Socks 

❑ Swimsuit & Sunscreen 

❑Hat & Sunglasses 

❑Two Towels (beach and bath) 
❑Bible 

❑ 1” 3 ringed binder for your staff manual 
❑Notebook & writing materials 

❑Water Bottle 

❑ Flashlight  
❑Toiletries/Personal Medications 

❑ Spending money for the Camp Store and days off
