TENNIS COURT RULES
 
GENERAL RULES
 
It is the intent of the Tennis Committee to provide for the maximum use of the courts in the fairest manner possible and to allow all members equal opportunity to play tennis. We realize that these rules cannot cover every situation, so we ask that courtesy and sportsmanship govern all court use. Please remember that our tennis courts are for the use and enjoyment of all club members. Parents, please review these rules with your children, and make them aware that damage to the courts and surrounding areas ultimately affects everyone in the neighborhood.
Offending club members or parents will be responsible for intentional damage to the courts, or damage resulting from improper use of the courts. Vandalism will not be tolerated.
Repeat violation of these rules will result in disciplinary action to be determined by the Tennis Committee and/or the Board of Directors.
 
DEFINITIONS:
1. Adult Member: residents 19 years old and over.
2. Junior Member: Resident children or grandchildren 9 - 18 years old.
3. Small Children: Children 8 years old and younger.
4. Prime Time Hours: Monday through Friday 3PM - 11PM. All day Saturday and Sunday.
5. Non-Prime Time: Monday through Friday 7AM-3PM.
 
COURT RULES:
1. Court hours are from 7:00AM to 11 PM daily.
2. Appropriate tennis attire is required. No cut-offs, swimsuits, street clothes, etc., are allowed. Shirts are required at all times.
3. Tennis shoes only may be worn. Black-soled shoes, spikes, or cleats are not allowed. All other shoe types will damage the courts.
4. The courts may only be used for tennis play.
5. Bicycles, skateboards, roller skates/blades, remote-control toys, strollers, etc., are not allowed on the courts at any time.
6. Pets are not allowed on the courts and should not be left unleashed in the surrounding areas.
7. Small children are not allowed on the courts or inside the fenced court area without adult supervision.
8. Spectators are not allowed on the courts and must remain outside the fenced area.
9. No food, gum, smoking, music, or radios are allowed on the courts. All drinks must be in Non-glass containers.
10. Members are responsible for all personal belongings.
 
GUEST POLICY:
1.           Non-Overnight guests must be accompanied by a playing club member. Overnight guests may play unaccompanied by a member but must have a member’s name.
2.           Dunmoor residents who are not members of the Swim & Tennis Club may not use the courts as guests.
3.           No member can use more than one court for guest play.
 
COURT PRIORITES AND RESERVATIONS:
1. Special tennis functions, including ALTA and USTA play and practice, club tournaments, club sponsored lessons and clinics, and other club events, will take preference on designated courts when approved by the Tennis Commissioner. These activities will be closely monitored by the Tennis Commissioner so that open play is not severely restricted.
2. SMALL CHILDREN are not permitted to use the courts unless they are accompanied by an ADULT or JUNIOR member.
3. Reservations may be made for all courts including court 4 however court 4 may not be scheduled for league play unless approved in advance by the Tennis Commissioner.
4. Reserved court time and walk-on play is limited to 1/ 1/2 hour for singles play, and to 2 hours for doubles play. Reserved time begins and ends on the hour or half, regardless of actual starting time.
5. Reservations not kept within 15 minutes are forfeited. Any members waiting to play may take the court and use it for the remainder of the reservation once a reservation is forfeited.
6. INDIVIDUAL RESERVATIONS cannot be made more than 3 weeks in advance. Individual reservations made more than 3 weeks in advance can be removed by the tennis commissioner.
7. Members may not reserve a court or courts with a connecting time.
  
TEAM RULES:
 
1.      Team rosters are fixed in size at:
ALTA
- Men’s                        - 28 players    
- Women’s                  - 28 players
- Mixed                        - 28 players
- Junior’s                     - 24 players
USTA                            - 28 players
2.           Team roster size may be increased at the discretion of the individual team and its captain, along with the respective league coordinator. Team roster sizes may not be decreased if there are waiting lists for league play or for specific team membership.
3.           Tennis Coordinators will facilitate individuals wishing to change teams. All moves will be allowed when availability is possible, as long as the former team’s size is not in jeopardy. For player moves limited by availability, current team seniority will decide.
4.           A waiting list will be when all team slots are full. Rotation off the waiting lists will be based on a first on — first off unless level of play is inappropriate.
5.           Each league team member is played at least twice during each season if he/she is available.
6.           Injured, medically unfit, or other non-team members are discouraged from taking a spot on team rosters while there are waiting lists for league play or while teams are over roster limits.
7.           Each league team captain is responsible for keeping the court and viewing areas clean after each Practice and Match.  Place used balls, cans, and other litter in the net post or courtside trash containers and replace any liners. Viewing areas are to be swept clean. Teams scheduled on the lower courts are responsible for keeping the tennis bathroom clean (swept and mopped), stocked with tissue and towels and the bathroom trash emptied and liner replaced.  IF A TRASH CONTAINER IS FULL, PLEASE EMPTY IT INTO THE CURBSIDE RECEPTICLES.
4.           Captains are also responsible for notifying the Grounds Committee or the Tennis Commissioner about any mechanical bathroom problems.
8.            Junior ALTA/USTA tennis guidelines are separately issued and are available from the junior league coordinator.
9.            Match “Rainout” Policy:
a.      Rescheduling of courts due to a rainout of an ALTA/USTA team match may NOT be rescheduled on the same day as the canceled match unless authorized by the Tennis Commissioner.
b.      ALTA/USTA team captains may reserve up to 2 courts at a time maximum to accommodate a makeup match; all scheduling of courts for team makeup matches must be coordinated with the Tennis Commissioner.
c.      Courts 1 & 2 should be booked for league play if available.
d.      Individual ALTA/USTA team members may reserve 1 court maximum to accommodate a makeup match; please consult the online tennis reservations.
e.      Multiple ALTA/USTA team members from the same team may reserve 2 courts maximum (2 individual team members 1 court each) during the same time slot to accommodate makeup matches; coordination with the Tennis Commissioner is recommended.
f.       An ALTA/USTA team can reserve up to 5 matches in a single day on 2 courts at a time maximum. It is suggested that all matches be played in consecutive time slots; all scheduling of courts for team makeup matches must be coordinated with the Tennis Commissioner.
g.      If league matches are being rescheduled prior to the normal play time, the normal play time reservations must be cancelled.
 
ALTA/USTA/OTHER LEAGUE RULES
 
1. All ALTA/USTA team members that live in Dunmoor must be current members in good standing of the Dunmoor Swim & Tennis Club.
2. ALTA/USTA play at Dunmoor is supervised by the Tennis Commissioner and its league coordinators. All new teams must have Tennis Commissioner approval before forming.
3. Practice schedules, will be determined by lottery according to the Scheduling Coordinator, league coordinators, and team captains in January for the following Fall season and continue through the next year’s Spring season Team practices will be primarily scheduled on the lower courts. To encourage open play, the Tennis Commissioner will establish the practice schedule at its discretion.
4. Both lower and upper courts may be reserved for official league practices and matches by the Tennis Commissioner. The lower courts are designated as the “PRIMARY LEAGUE COURTS” and will be reserved before the upper courts.
5. The league season for team practice purposes will begin 3 weeks before the first scheduled match unless it conflicts with the previous season’s practices or matches. The practices will end after 7 weeks of league play unless a team makes the playoffs, where upon may continue its practice schedule until the season ends.  
6. Official team practices during Prime Time Hours are limited to 2 hours. (Prime Time Hours are Monday - Friday from 3pm- 11pm and all day Saturday and Sunday.) No practices may be scheduled after 6pm on Friday and Saturday nights.
7. Team members cannot reserve courts immediately following their league practices, but may use the courts if no reservations are posted and no one is waiting to play.
8. No provisions have been established for make-up team practices Make-up practices can only be scheduled through the normal sign-up procedure.
9. All scheduling of courts for official match play and team practices will be supervised by the Tennis Commissioner. Any schedule conflicts should be resolved by the team captains in consultation with the Tennis Commissioner.
A)    When rescheduling, no team practices or matches can be “bumped”, unless it is your own team, and is authorized by the Tennis Commissioner and the team captain. (Should a conflict arise, the match may need to be moved to the visiting team’s courts. If a compromise is not agreed upon, the Dunmoor team must forfeit some or all of the match.)
B)   Non-Dunmoor league teams cannot schedule make-up matches on Dunmoor courts.
 
PLAYER’S RESPONSIBILITIES:
1.    Each team member must pay any coaching or administrative fees, and must be available to attend team practices. (No one wants to play with someone that does not practice.)
2.    Each team member must be available to play at least 2 matches during the season.
 
TEAM CAPTAIN’S RESPONSIBILITIES:
1. Captains must signup on the Dunmoor Neighborhood web site and send an email to the tennis commissioner with all necessary information as defined below.
2. Captains shall submit the complete roster as returned by ALTA, the practice schedule, match schedule and any out of neighborhood fees to the Tennis Commissioner. Practices and matches may be scheduled by the Tennis Commissioner prior to the receipt of the roster and fees but all roster and fees shall be presented prior to match play.
3. No tennis captain may schedule team practices or matches without the prior approval of the Tennis Coordinator.
4. The non-member facility fee shall be $25 and shall be collected by the team captain and submitted to the Tennis Commissioner as prescribed above.
5. All league teams are subject to the Dunmoor Swim & Tennis Club Tennis Rules and the Dunmoor Swim & Tennis Club ALTA/USTA Rules previously mentioned.
6. Immediately upon conclusion of a season, the team captain will find a suitable replacement for himself/herself for the following season and notify the League Coordinator of the next season’s captain. You can do this by sending an Email to DunmoorBoard@yahoogroups.com.  It is up to the previous captain to find a “co. captain”.
7. It is the team captain’s responsibility to complete all necessary ALTA/USTA paperwork, and submit the final team roster and any dues or fees to the ALTA/USTA office by the appropriate deadline. Failure to due so will make the team ineligible for play in the upcoming season.
8. It is the new team captain’s choice when acquiring a coach for the team’s practice. Be advised that a coach should be secured as close to the conclusion of the previous season as soon as possible. Limitations, availability, and court restrictions may hamper the opportunity to find a coach for the appropriate practice time. Please contact the Tennis Commissioner to confirm the availability of the desired practice time prior securing a time and coach. Please refer to number 3 under ALTA/USTA/Other League Rules.
9. After each match, it is the Captain’s responsibility to:
a. Empty court and food trashcans into the commercial trash bins located next to the pool gate.
b. Ensure the courts are clear of any trash and debris
c. If your team played on the lower courts (1&2), clean the bathroom and make sure it has toilet paper, paper towels, and soap
d. Make sure the bathroom is locked before you leave
 
TENNIS ETIQUETTE:
1. The official USTA RULES OF TENNIS and rule interpretations in THE CODE should govern all play.
2. Please wait until play has stopped before entering the courts, crossing behind players, or retrieving balls. Common courtesy applies in returning balls entering your court from another court after your point is finished.
3. Avoid loud conversations, abusive language, and other actions that distract other players.
4. Please leave the court promptly when your time ends.
 
MEMBERS’ RESPONSIBILITIES:
1. Please turn off lights and/or fans when leaving if no one is waiting to play AND IF THE COURTS ARE NOT RESERVED FOR LATER PLAY.
2. Please keep the court and viewing areas clean. Place used balls, cans, and other litter in the net-post or courtside bash containers. IF A TRASH CONTAINER IS FULL, PLEASE EMPTY IT INTO THE CURBSIDE RECEPTICLES.
3. Please keep the tennis bathroom clean AND the door locked when not in use
4. Immediately stop or prevent any vandalism, misuse of courts, or unsafe acts.
