Member’s Application, Acknowledgement and Agreement

The Clubhouse Facility consists of the clubhouse building and deck owned by Dunmoor Swim & Tennis Association (the “Club”), and all its fixtures and furnishings.  
I hereby request to use the Clubhouse (the “Facility”) for the event indicated. I assume all responsibility for the actions and behavior of all persons present at, attending, or in any other way related to use of the Facilities pursuant to this reservation agreement and agree to be personally responsible for causing all such persons to comply with the Declaration of Covenants Conditions and Restrictions for Dunmoor (“Declaration”) and Dunmoor’s By-Laws and Rules and Regulations.
I certify that I am a Dunmoor homeowner, and that I will be in attendance at the function.  I hereby agree and represent that the Facility will be used for lawful purposes only. I acknowledge that I have received a copy of the Facilities Usage Rules & Regulations, understand my obligations under such rules and regulations, which are incorporated as a part of this agreement, and agree to abide by such rules and regulations.  I understand and agree that I am responsible for the Facility, and will safeguard the Facility from the time I am permitted entry under this agreement until I return the key (the “Usage Period”), leaving the Facility in the same condition as I found it at the beginning of the Usage Period.
I have paid a Security Deposit to secure my promises under this agreement.  If applicable I have also paid a Cleaning Deposit or a Cleaning Fee for the facility to be professionally cleaned, as indicated above.  I understand that the Facility will be inspected and evaluated against the checklist contained in the Facilities Usage Rules & Regulations before and as soon as practicable after the event. I will return the Facility to the same state of cleanliness as when the Usage Period began.  If upon inspection, further cleaning is required I agree that the Cleaning Deposit may be withheld to pay for professional cleaning.   I further agree that the Security Deposit may be withheld in full or in part to cover the cost of additional cleaning required, or to repair any damage to the Facility or replace any missing items.
I understand and agree that I am responsible for the Facility during the Usage Period, and that the Security Deposit does not represent a limit of my liability for damage to the Facility. If the cost of repairs exceeds the amount of the Cleaning Fee and the Security Deposit, I agree to pay the Club the full costs of all outstanding amounts due for such repairs within (10) days of receipt of a written notice explaining the damage and an itemized bill from the Club for such 
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repairs.  The undersigned agrees that all deposits, fees and expenses incurred by the Club as 
a result of the use of the Clubhouse under this reservation agreement shall be considered an assessment and constitute a lien against the property of the undersigned and shall be fully collectible in the same manner as the assessments authorized by the Declaration.
I understand that I must provide any special equipment I may need at my own risk and expense, and agree that the Club will not be responsible for any personal property of mine, or of my guests, family, agents or invitees.
I agree to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the Club, its members, agents, employees and all those working in concert with the Club from and against any and all claims, costs, causes of action and liability for loss of, or damage to property, or injury to or death of a person or persons resulting from or arising in any manner out of my and/or that of my guests, family, agents, invitees or others I allow on the premises, use or operation of the Facility or in any way related to use of the Facility pursuant to this reservation agreement, and I further agree to assume all costs of litigation, including attorney’s fee.
I understand that the Club or its agent will provide me with written notice of acceptance of my reservation and this agreement within five business days of receipt of this application and agreement, and applicable deposits and fees.  I further understand that any deposit amounts not legitimately withheld will be returned to me within ten business days of the end of the Usage Period.

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DUNMOOR SWIM & TENNIS ASSOCIATION
Facilities Usage Rules & Regulations

Dunmoor Swim and Tennis Association (the “Club”) provide and maintain common area facilities for use by its members.  The Clubhouse is intended to serve as a gathering place for social events sponsored by the Dunmoor Swim and Tennis Association for the community or by members of the Club and their guests for private events.

The Clubhouse Facility consists of the clubhouse building and deck owned by Dunmoor Swim and Tennis Association (the “Club”), and all its fixtures and furnishings.

EVENT CATEGORIES 
To better manage the use of the Facilities, the following general event categories have been defined:
Neighborhood Events 
These events are Club sponsored events open to all Dunmoor Swim and Tennis Association members in good standing.  Any costs associated with the use of the Facility will be borne by the Club and should be considered in allocating funds for the event.  The person responsible for organizing the event must reserve the Facility in advance, however no fees need be paid or deposited.
Private Events 
These events are private events sponsored by a homeowner member. 

Vendor/Commercial Use

These events are trade show events sponsored by a homeowner member. All vendors that are Dunmoor residents must be in good standing.

Minimal Use Event 
These events are minimal use events where the board, committees of the board or members need a meeting place to conduct community business or for other small group events sponsored by a member which do not involve substantial use of the property. Examples of these events include, but are not limited to, meetings for scouts (boy and girl), school clubs, fundraisers, etc. Groups will be responsible for leaving the facility in as good a condition as when they arrived.
Tennis Team Use 

Teams using courts 1 and 2 will have use of the kitchen area of the Clubhouse to the extent the team captain or a specific team member accepts responsibility, and so long as no reserved event would interrupt its use.

Swim Team Use

Swim team volunteers (ie, concessions, ribbons, etc.) will have use of the inside of the Clubhouse during swim meets. The announcer’s table can be located on the upper deck. Spectators will have access to the upper deck as long as the maximum capacity is adhered to and there isn’t any interference with swim team operations. In the event of severe weather the teams will occupy the area under the deck but will not be allowed inside the Clubhouse.
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RESERVATIONS 
Whether the Clubhouse Facility is to be used for a Neighborhood Event, Committee Event or a Private Event, reservations are required.  Reservations will be accepted on a first come – first served basis.
For Neighborhood Events, the person in charge of organizing the event should check the reservation schedule to confirm availability of the Clubhouse Facility and give notification of the event to the Board member responsible for the clubhouse (“Clubhouse Officer”).

For Private Events and Vendor/Commercial Events, the person in charge of organizing the event should check the reservation schedule to confirm availability of the Clubhouse Facility, submit a Facility Reservation Application and Usage Agreement, along with payment of applicable fees and deposits to the Clubhouse Officer, before a reservation can be confirmed.
For Minimal Use Events Reservations are encouraged to ensure availability.  Reservations may be made by contacting the Clubhouse Officer.  The room will be available on an ad hoc basis to the extent arrangements can be made with the Clubhouse Officer.  Reserved events will have priority over members desiring use of the Facility on an ad hoc basis.  No fees or deposits are required.
FEES
All fees and deposits must be paid in full at the time a reservation application is submitted to the Clubhouse Officer. Checks will be accepted so long as application is made (and fees and deposits paid) 2 weeks or more prior to the reservation date.  Otherwise, all fees and deposits must be paid by money order or certified check.
SECURITY DEPOSIT

This deposit is posted as security for loss or damage to the Facility (including keys), or extraordinary clean up.  The leasing member will be responsible for loss or damage (normal wear and tear excepted), which cost may exceed the amount of the security deposit.  To the extent no loss or damage occurs, the security deposit will be refunded.

Cleaning Deposit The cleaning deposit covers the cost of cleaning the Facility after the event, to the extent necessary.  If no clean up is required, the cleaning deposit will be refunded.

Cleaning Fee A cleaning fee is required for certain events but for other events may be paid in lieu of a cleaning deposit if professional cleaning after the event is desired.  Election of this option will facilitate scheduling and prompt cleanup after the event.  Trash must be removed prior to vacating the facility.

Cleaning Fee/Deposit:

Private Event: $75
Vendor/Commercial Event: $50 per vendor

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RULES & REGULATIONS OF USE

The Clubhouse Committee strongly recommends that hosts not serve red wine, due to the potentially high cost of cleaning, repair or replacement of damaged furnishings.
Members agree to abide by the following rules in using the Facilities:

1. The Clubhouse is for adult activities or highly supervised youth activities (a minimum of 1 adult per 4 minors).

2. A homeowner who is a member in good standing of the Club, 25 years of age or older must file the application, pay the relevant fees and deposits, accept responsibility for safeguarding the facilities and be present for the entire event.
3. No smoking is allowed inside the facility or on the clubhouse deck. 
4. No dogs or pets of any kind are allowed inside the facility or on the clubhouse deck.

5. No glitter, sparkles, rice or similar materials may be used in inside the clubhouse. 
6. Nothing may be used to attach or adhere anything to the walls, structure or furnishings of the facility. 
7. No skateboards, bicycles or other vehicles are allowed inside the clubhouse and/or on the clubhouse deck.

8. No glass of any kind (ie, bottles, dishes, etc.) is allowed on the clubhouse deck. In the event glass is broken on the deck the member reserving the clubhouse is financially responsible for themselves and their guest(s) for the cleanup of the pool. If glass is being used inside the clubhouse it must be transported in a safe, enclosed container.

9. No wet bathing suits are allowed in the Clubhouse.

10. Alcoholic beverages may be served to guests, however applicable state and local laws must be obeyed. If the Club reasonably believes that the Facilities are in any way being used to violate any federal, state or local laws or ordinances, or if the conduct of any person at the Facility endangers the health, safety or welfare of any person or the Facility or other property of the Club, then the Club shall have the right to terminate use of the Facilities and to instruct all persons to immediately leave the Facilities and the Club’s property.
11. Noise levels must be kept in check so that neighbors are not disturbed either by music or noise coming from the activity area or from guests arriving or departing the facility.

12. Barstools must be returned to their original positions, all other Clubhouse furnishings must remain in their original positions.

13. Any folding tables and chairs required are to be set up by the reserving member and returned to their storage area by the member at the end of the event.
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RULES & REGULATIONS OF USE (continued)

14. Trash must be disposed of in plastic bags, tied and removed prior to vacating the facility.  Trash should be carried around the outside of the facility to trash and recycling bins. (The facility is stocked with basic supplies to facilitate operation during the event and clean-up afterward.)

15. The facilities must be vacated by 11 pm. 
16. Keys are to be promptly returned to the appropriate Club representative, and shall not be copied. 
17. Reservations may not be made more than twelve (12) months in advance or less than 48 hours in advance. 

18. Abuse of the Club property or violation of these Facilities Rules and Regulations may result in loss of security deposit, additional liability and/or suspension of your ability to use the facilities.
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
