ORANGE SPICE CAKES WITH BERRIES

Cake
Butter for the pan 3/4 teaspoon kosher salt
3 tablespoons fine dried bread crumbs 1 cup milk
3 cups all-purpose flour 2 tablespoons freshly squeezed lemon juice
1/2 teaspoon ground white pepper Grated zest of 2 oranges
3/4 teaspoon ground cinnamon 3/4 teaspoon peeled and grated fresh ginger
3/4 teaspoon ground cardamom 8 ounces unsalted butter, at room temperature
3/4 teaspoon baking soda 1/2 cups granulated sugar
3/4 teaspoon baking powder 3 large eggs
Glaze
1/2 cup granulated sugar 1 pint raspberries (about 2 cups)
1/4 cup freshly squeezed orange juice 1 pint blueberries (about 2 cups)
11/2 teaspoons freshly squeezed lemon juice

Preheat the oven to 350 F. Butter a 10-inch Bundt pan and dust with the bread crumbs, tapping out the excess.

Sift together the flour, white pepper, cinnamon, cardamom, baking soda, and baking powder onto a piece of parchment
paper or into a bowl. Add the salt and set aside. In a small bowl or measuring cup, stir together the milk, lemon juice,
orange zest, and ginger and set aside.

Combine the butter and sugar in the bowl of a stand mixer fitted with the paddle attachment and beat on medium-high
speed until light and fluffy, about 3 minutes. Add the eggs one at a time, mixing well after each addition. Reduce the
speed to low and add the dry ingredients in three additions, alternating with the milk mixture in two additions, begin-
ning and ending with the dry ingredients and mixing well after each addition. Spread the batter into the prepared pan.

Bake the cake until a skewer inserted into the center comes out clean, about 40 minutes. Let cool for 15 minutes.
Invert a platter on top of the pan and then invert the plate and pan together. Lift off the pan.

To make the glaze: In a small saucepan, combine the sugar, orange juice, and lemon juice over low heat, stirring to
dissolve the sugar. Brush the glaze on the cake. It will seem like a lot of glaze, but the cake will absorb it. Let the cake
cool to room temperature. Slice the cake and serve with raspberries, blueberries and cream, if desired.
