VENICE — Jimmy Buffett sings 

about “growing older but not up” on 

his “Coconut Telegraph” album.

It’s not one of  the songs in his 

musical “Escape to Margaritaville,” 

which Venice Theatre will put on in 

January, but it wouldn’t be a bad theme 

for Tuesday’s Planning Commission 

meeting — the “up” part, anyway.

The Commission will consider two 

applications from the theater — one for 

the approval of  a site-and-development 

plan and the other for a height excep-

tion to replace the fly loft destroyed by 

Hurricane Ian with a taller one.

Both are contingent on City Council 

voting June 13 to rezone part of  the 

theater property to put all of  it in the 

Downtown Edge district, which has 

a maximum height limit of  75 feet, 

compared to the maximum of  45 feet 

under its current zoning.

The theater wants to take the 

replacement fly loft up to 70 feet, 24 feet 

higher than the one that was destroyed. 

It could have just rebuilt at the previ-

ous height but the additional space will 

add functionality and safety, it says.

It also wants to add a little less than 

1,000 square feet to the building; add 

doors on the north side of  the building; 

install a ramp; replace some sidewalk;

VENICE — If  you’re ever hesitat-

ing to render first aid to someone 

in a life-threatening emergency, 

Sarasota Memorial Hospital trauma 

nurse Casey Howell wants you to 

remember: You’re never going to 

hurt someone more than dead.

To perform CPR, “you are abso-

lutely going to break ribs,” she told a 

first-aid class at SMH-Venice. Painful 

as they are, though, broken ribs heal.

And if  you apply a tourniquet 

to stop bleeding, the victim has 

about two hours to have it removed 

or potentially suffer “permanent, 

irreversible damage” to the part of  

the appendage below it, she said.

But if  the tourniquet is the only 

way to keep the bleeding in check, 

you leave it on.

“We’re always going to prioritize 

life over limb,” Howell said.

YOU NEVER KNOW

SMH offers a variety of  health 

and wellness classes, including one 

on stopping external bleeding and 

hands-only CPR at SMH-Venice the 

first Thursday of  every month.

Attendees Alan McLeish and Pat 

Coelho said they had the same reason 

for signing up: You never know when 

you might need it.

McLeish, who lives in a senior 

community, said he’s seen residents 

get hurt playing racquetball or just 

from falling. Ambulances are a 

common sight, he said.

Coelho is a former member of  the 

Community Emergency Response 

Team in Venice Gardens. She said 

she signed up for the class because 

it’s important to know how to help in 

an emergency.

Several class members had taken a 

first-aid class before, but not focused 

on bleeding, as this one was. It’s 

because the No. 1 cause of  death 

after a traumatic injury is blood loss, 

Howell said.

The rescue breathing component 

of  CPR has been dropped because 

survivability and positive outcomes 

after cardiac arrest correlate to good, 

quality chest compressions alone, she 

said.
It’s difficult to give rescue breaths 

correctly and doing it incorrectly can 

cause harm, she said.

In addition, adolescents and adults 

have an oxygen reserve of  about 4 to 

6 minutes, she added.

“That’s why I can hold my breath 

and not immediately pass out,” she 

said.

YOU FIRST

The first consideration in render-

ing care, Howell said, is your person-

al safety.

A crank caller last month threatened to “shoot up” a Florida high school.Police in Hernando County, Florida quickly traced the calls to a number in Delaware and a 14-year-old boy who is friends with 
a student at Hernando High, the threatened school.Despite insisting the calls were a prank, the Delaware teen was arrested and is charged with mak-ing a terrorist threat.“We worked this case very quickly using technology and (we) were able to track it down,” Hernando County Sheriff  Al Nienhuis said in a 

video statement on the Delaware 
arrest.

The Florida sheriff  said such 
threats are “deadly serious” and his 
agency used technology to trace the 
calls to Delaware.Venice High School endured several 

threats during the last few days of  
this school year, while other Sarasota 
County Schools also reacted to false 
reports of  threats during that last 
week.  

“There are adult consequences 
for making these school threats,” 
Nienhuis said.Similar scenarios have been playing 

out across the country with more 
awareness and reporting of  social 

media and other shooting threats 
in an anxious age of  continued, 
high-profi le mass shootings.“There are no more warnings,” said 

Ryan Flanagan, a sergeant and assis-
tant tactical operations commander 
with the Beloit Police Department in 
Wisconsin.Across the country, police are 

frequently taking zero-tolerance 
approaches to any kind of  threats 

made against schools or other public 
places.

• An 18-year-old student was 
arrested in Paso Robles, California, 
May 30 after writing a threatening 
message in a high school bathroom 
stall about a shooting the next day.

VENICE — If  you’re ever hesitat-

ing to render first aid to someone 

in a life-threatening emergency, 

Sarasota Memorial Hospital trauma 

nurse Casey Howell wants you to 

remember: You’re never going to 

hurt someone more than dead.

To perform CPR, “you are abso-

lutely going to break ribs,” she told a 

first-aid class at SMH-Venice. Painful 

as they are, though, broken ribs heal.

And if  you apply a tourniquet 

to stop bleeding, the victim has 

about two hours to have it removed 

or potentially suffer “permanent, 

irreversible damage” to the part of  

the appendage below it, she said.

But if  the tourniquet is the only 

way to keep the bleeding in check, 

you leave it on.

“We’re always going to prioritize 

life over limb,” Howell said.

YOU NEVER KNOW

SMH offers a variety of  health 

and wellness classes, including one 

on stopping external bleeding and 

hands-only CPR at SMH-Venice the 

first Thursday of  every month.

Attendees Alan McLeish and Pat 

Coelho said they had the same reason 

for signing up: You never know when 

you might need it.

McLeish, who lives in a senior 

community, said he’s seen residents 

get hurt playing racquetball or just 

from falling. Ambulances are a 

common sight, he said.

Coelho is a former member of  the 

Community Emergency Response 

Team in Venice Gardens. She said 

she signed up for the class because 

it’s important to know how to help in 

an emergency.

Several class members had taken a 

first-aid class before, but not focused 

on bleeding, as this one was. It’s 

because the No. 1 cause of  death 

after a traumatic injury is blood loss, 

Howell said.

The rescue breathing component 

of  CPR has been dropped because 

survivability and positive outcomes 

after cardiac arrest correlate to good, 

quality chest compressions alone, she 

said.
It’s difficult to give rescue breaths 

correctly and doing it incorrectly can 

cause harm, she said.

In addition, adolescents and adults 

have an oxygen reserve of  about 4 to 

6 minutes, she added.

“That’s why I can hold my breath 

and not immediately pass out,” she 

said.

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By JIM SAUNDERSNEWS SERVICE OF FLORIDATALLAHASSEE — Florida has joined 
nine other states in a federal lawsuit 
challenging an overhaul of  the National 
Flood Insurance Program, arguing the 
new system is fl awed and will drive up 
premiums for many property owners.

The lawsuit, led by Louisiana 
Attorney General Jeff  Landry, was 

fi led Thursday in the federal Eastern 
District of  Louisiana against defendants 
including the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency. It came after the 
program changes, which were phased in 
starting in 2021, became fully eff ective 
April 1.
