Written at the height of his career
(around 55 AD), Paul's faith shines through in soaring doxologies
and poetic testimonies in his letter to Rome. This week, we will

consider his conviction that "God's love has been poured into our
hearts through the Holy Spirit."

INFORMATION ON GRACE COMMUNITY
