Sanctified Through Stewardship 

Every Divine Liturgy, we come together with the 
opportunity to receive the Holy Eucharist.  The 
word Eucharist comes from the Greek word for 
thanksgiving.  Many people have their own reason 
for coming to worship on Sundays and to other 
weekly Divine Liturgies throughout the week.  It 
might be the feast day of your patron Saint, it may 
be a day of which a loved one fell asleep in the Lord.  
The words “Holy Eucharist” synonymously used 
with the words Holy Communion is the central fo-
cus of our parish life.  It is through the Eucharist 
that we take on our true nature as the Church of Je-
sus Christ.  We are trans-
formed from a human com-
munity into the Body of 
Christ. 

As we heard in the Gospel 
on January 21st, out of the ten 
lepers who were healed by 
Christ, only one came back 
to offer his gratitude to Him. 
“God sent His Son to us so 
that we may not perish but have eternal life.”  God 
makes His offering to us through His Son, and it is 
through this loving sacrifice that we have the oppor-
tunity  for eternal life in His Kingdom.  He opens 
the door for death to no longer loom over our heads 
while introducing to us the opportunity to “restore 
ourselves to the joy of our salvation” and strive for 
holiness – the way we were before the fall of Adam 
and Eve.  In the words of Saint Athanasios, “He be-
came what we are so that He might make us what 
He is.” Through the reception of the Holy Gifts of 
Communion, we journey on this path to  holiness.   

What an amazing opportunity! The question of the 
Psalmist David is a question that we should also 
ask: “What shall I give to the Lord in return for all 
His benefits towards me?” (Psalm 116:2), is an-
swered in every Divine Liturgy when we pray “Let 
us offer ourselves and one another and our whole 
life to Christ our God.”   

In his book on the Eucharist, Fr. Alexander Schmem-
man of blessed memory, explains that in the early 
Church, the Eucharistic sacrifice was offered by all 
the members of the church.  Each person coming to 
the gathering of the Church brought with them eve-
rything they could spare for the needs of Christ, the 
Church and fulfilling it’s mission to bring disciples

of all nations to Christ.  We today pridefully claim 
that this is our beloved Orthodox Church.   

We read about this in Acts 2: “Everyone kept feeling a 
sense of awe; and many wonders and signs were tak-
ing place through the apostles.  And all those who 
had believed were together and had all things in com-
mon; and they began selling their property and pos-
sessions and were sharing them with all, as anyone 
might have need.  Day by day continuing with one 
mind in the temple, and breaking bread (Holy Com-
munion) from house to house, they were taking their 
meals together with gladness and sincerity of heart, 

praising God and having favor 
with all the people.  And the 
Lord was adding to their num-
ber day by day those who were 
being saved.” 

As it says in the Divine Liturgy,  
“let us offer ourselves and one 
another and our whole life to 
Christ our God.”  We are indeed 
created to be liturgical human 

beings.  We offer what God has offered us – grapes 
and wheat – and we use our gifts to change it into 
bread and wine.  In this state, we offer it back to God, 
and in return He sanctifies it for us and for the life of 
the world.  We receive Communion and are drawn 
into communion of the Church.   

Brothers and sisters, with gratitude, let us also follow 
this model for our lives.  Our talent, treasure and our 
time is all given to us by God.  Let us offer it with 
gratitude to Him, lifting and offering it to Him.  Just 
like we offer our bread and wine, “offering these gifts 
from Your own gifts, for all and for all” He will there-
fore sanctify us and the work that we offer.  

When we understand the true meaning of the Holy 

Eucharist, we bridge the gap between liturgy and life, 

between the love of Christ on the cross and our daily 

lives, between our beautiful theology and how it re-

lates to stewardship – our talent, treasure and time.  

With humility and love, I ask each of you to pray and 

ask God how he may use you and your talents, treas-

ure and time to praise God, inspire a sense of awe in 

others and experience the blessedness of God’s King-

dom now and forever.
