Some good 
pathfinder cows in this heifer’s 
pedigree. True North is strong in 
maternal traits so this calf should 
make a fine addition to your herd.   

LAF508 AAA 21308318 A True North 
heifer out of a LAF120(Cedar Ridge) 
dam (214).  She has a CED score of 
+12 and should make you a nice cow.  
The dam recently and her next calf and 
settled first service.  She is a little 
protective of her calves but is an 
attentive mother.  There are some 
really good pathfinder dams in her 
background.  Her granddam was a 
productive cow for over 12 years.  LAF508 has a +30 for milk and +12 for $EN.
