Fort Moultrie/Fort Sumter & the best view of Charleston: Come stand in 
one of the most infamous spots in American history. A place that 
temporarily lodged thousands upon thousands of African slaves that were 
transported to this country. A place that witnessed the first shots of both 
Revolutionary and Civil Wars.  And a place that has the highest priced 
homes and best views of the Charleston sunset.
