. $150M for the Mount Barker and Verdun Freeway Interchanges (State and Commonwealth
Funding);

. $200M for the Freeway Managed Motorway project (bringing total Freeway spending in this State
Budget and the Federal Budget to a third of a billion dollars).

It's always a pleasure to write for the Littlehampton Community Newsletter, and since my last article
I've been keeping busy attending meetings of, and working with, local community and sporting groups
and engaging with residents in North Ward.

It was lovely to see some of you amongst the 400+ people in attendance at this year’s Littlehampton
ANZAC Day Dawn Service and Gunfire Breakfast. Every year it really is heartening to see growing
numbers of young people in attendance at the service, too.

Littlehampton recently commemorated its 175" year with a celebratory weekend held during History
Month, that was made possible by the Littlehampton Community Association. The history displays on
show were fascinating — it was great to see the many families, community groups, clubs and sporting
groups participating, and sharing their detailed displays and treasured photos of Littlehampton as seen
through the years.

COMMUNITY BIKE TRACK

Have you been to visit our beautiful Glebe open space recently? Or &
driven past and seen many a happy child mid-jump or racing around the £
track? The new Community Bike Track has been getting a wonderful : *“:
workout from our local youth, and it brings the biggest smile to my face.
hope it does to yours, too!

This project was initially in the 2020 Littlehampton Greening design
concept report (albeit as a somewhat smaller track on the Eastern
boundary), and with a very high proportion of young people & children
aged under 18 in Littlehampton & Blakiston, | saw a clear need for this —
fun, outdoor, recreational space so included it as one of my first budget submissions! And haven'’t
Council staff and the track constructor (Ryan Lloyd, Lighthouse Youth Projects) done an incredible job!
(The clean fill used for the track and jumps was even sourced from Council’s Regional Aquatic &
Leisure Centre site).

There’s nothing better than seeing our youth active and engaged outdoors in the fresh air. | believe the
plan is for Ryan to come back in the near future and show interested youth and community members
how to maintain the bike track and jumps, so we can ensure many more years of fun ahead.

Draft ANNUAL BUSINESS PLAN > RATES

As | write this article, community consultation on Council’s draft Annual Business Plan (ABP) 24/25
has just ended, with decision making on general rates and annual service charges to occur in July.

At this stage the draft ABP for 2024/25 proposes a general rate increase of 5.3% - this being 1%
higher than the March 2024 Adelaide CPI rate of 4.3%.

This is in line with Council’s three year ‘rate smoothing strategy’, with year one being 2023/24. You
may recall that last year CPl jumped to 7.9%, and to minimise the impact of that increase to
ratepayers Council kept the rate rise to 5.6% (which was 2.3% below CPI). The final year of the
smoothing strategy will be next year 2025/26, where general rates are planned to be 1.3% greater
than the March 2025 Adelaide CPI rate.

In a nutshell, these two final years of the smoothing strategy will account for the rate rise that was
below CPI last year. Please remember that ratepayers may have different changes in their general
rates dependent on the change in valuation of their property, relative to the overall valuation changes
across the district. Property valuations are determined by the Valuer-General.

If any ratepayer does need assistance, has questions regarding their rates notice, or wishes to enquire
about a payment plan, please don’t hesitate to contact Council staff who will do all they can to assist
you.
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INFRASTRUCTURE

Moving on to infrastructure, and a couple of Council projects to mention in Littlehampton are the new
footpath construction on Andrewville Terrace, and the footpath design works progressing for a portion
of Junction Road (Old Princes Hwy to Benjamin Gray Drive).

Planning and concept designs are progressing for two projects at the Littlehampton Peace Memorial
Hall - one being the dressing room (also known as the ‘lean to’) at the back of the hall, and the other
being re-roofing of the hall.

Also proposed as an infrastructure project for FY24/25 is lighting to the Miels Park carpark. With the
Hall Committee and Littlehampton Community Association advocating for lighting from a safety
perspective, | included this project in my recent budget submissions. | know many regular hall and
netball court users will be relieved for some lighting in this areal

INTERSECTIONS — OLD PRINCES HWY/GARDNER ST & OLD PRINCES HWY/GUM TREE DRIVE

I've had a number of enquiries regarding the Parkland Estate and associated road works and
upgrades to two intersections in close proximity. As a resident myself, | appreciate the interest and
would love to take this opportunity to give some further information.

Old Princes Highway road works have commenced to upgrade the junctions of both Gum Tree Drive
and Gardner Street, with the aim to improve the intersections to a standard suitable for anticipated
traffic volumes. These upgrades are part of developer obligations associated with the Parkland
development. Works are programmed to be completed in July 2024, however this is weather
dependant.

As OId Princes Hwy is under the care and control of the Department for Infrastructure and Transport
(DIT), the relevant works and associated traffic management have been approved by DIT, with further
information to be found here: Traffic SA - Department for Infrastructure and Transport.

With regard to Gardner Street — due to rock being encountered along Old Princes Hwy, adjacent civil
works along Gardner Street were initially delayed, however | understand that the Stage 1 works to
install essential infrastructure (ie. sewer and stormwater) have since been moving at pace.

Works to Gardner Street (and as the works progress, to Fulford Tce also) will be staged, and further
road closures are likely required to support the works for each stage. Detailed information is available
on Council’s website for the staged works, found here:

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LITTLEHAMPTON COUNTRY FIRE
CFS SERVICE UPDATE

= ®

With the unseasonably warm and drier conditions of the remainder
of autumn, the Littlehampton CFS has been kept busy supporting
our community responding to escaped burn offs, rubbish and waste <
fires, and supporting our neighbouring communities attending §
structure fires.

With the arrival of the colder and wetter weather, we have focused
our training on responding to structures fires, hazardous materials g
and vehicle related incidents. It is also a timely reminder to everyone ==
to check our own properties to make sure we all have working -
smoke alarms. If you are using a combustion heater, its s good idea to check that it is in good working
condition and that the flu has been cleaned. If you are emptying ashes or coals from your heater, then
it's also a good idea to empty them into a non-flammable bucket and leave them in a safe area well
away from your dwelling or any flammable materials for at least a week until they are completely cold
before emptying into a plastic rubbish or green waste bin.

As we head into spring, it's a great time to start looking around our properties and make a start on pre-
paring them ahead of the Fire Danger Season. It’s critical that we all continue to do our bit and keep
our properties in good shape by managing the vegetation: in particular, fine surface fuels such as
grasses and weeds. Here are some helpful tips on how you can prepare your property ahead of the
Fire Danger Season

. Mowing, raking and weeding to remove fine fuels from around the house.

. Pruning the lower branches of shrubs/trees to separate the foliage from the ground surface.
underneath (at least 2m lift recommended)

. Reducing accumulated ground debris such as bark, dead twigs, leaves or needles from around
the base of trees and shrubs

. Pruning of limbs that overhang buildings and sheds

. Clean gutters of built up debris and leaves

. Removing flammable items from beside dwellings and buildings (eg firewood, furniture, loose
flammable items)

. Maintain fencing (it is recommended fencing is non-flammable eg steel)

. Clean debris from behind fixtures, such as gas bottles, air conditioning units etc.
