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An educational tour or trip should be just that — an experience through which a child learns. Therefore,
it will be expected that a student, upon return from their trip, will share with their classmates what they
have learned from their experience. What is expected will be at grade appropriate level and may
include: talking about where they went and what they learned about the destination, making a poster
with pictures to help them share, or making a Powerpoint presentation with pictures and information
about their trip — sharing about a special souvenir is also appropriate.

It is also expected that all classwork/homework will be completed and turned in upon their return to
school.
