You can use any CAATs, such as ACL, IDEA,
JCAATs, Picalo, etc., to attend the exam.

Examination Fee 
The ICCP certification exam fee is US $370. All
registrations are final, and no refunds are
possible. You will receive your ICCP certificate
within one month after passing the
comprehensive exam.

A practitioner who is performing
computer auditing functions must
complete a total of 12 hours of
acceptable CPE biennial period.
