MATH FYI
I wanted to let you know the  
typical procedure for math 
homework. Students should  
ALWAYS have their math work  
in their Blue Folder each day. This is true 
whether they are finished with it or not. 
The PURPOSE of this routine is so that you can 
do a quick check every evening to see if they 
have finished it. But ALSO so you can do a 
quick check to see if your child seems to be 
understanding the concept we are working on. 
If they are struggling or maybe have a 
question about the assignment they need to 
understand, this gives you a chance to 
reinforce what we are learning in class. This is 
especially true when we are starting new 
concepts.
