Sept-Oct. Spent $13,400 including IFES equipment ($2K), Teacher Reimbursements, Grants; American Online Giving Foundation Donation of $190; $10 for spirit gear; Bubblethon expenditures $8,500: included spending on T-shirts and inflatables.

5. Correspondence – Received a thank you card from WG Rice teachers and staff for the dinner the SMPTO provided during conferences (11/17/2025).  
6. Old Business 
a. Fall Fun Fest & Spooky Party – Bridgette expressed she felt it went well, and thankful for volunteering helping prior to the event.  Decorating time was less but went well.  Although clear instructions were provided during the event, some needed reminders to help maintain cleanliness and monitor children during the event.  Those helping with sign-in were asked to monitor in other areas during the event.  Some volunteers abandoned posts. Suggestion made to have a teacher-specific column for sign-ups next year and mention this in event information.  Consider moving some games out of the cafeteria near photo booth and face painting or reducing the number of games.  
b. WG Rice Book Fair – So far, $6,500 in sales and $142 in “share the fair” for buying books for teachers.  Share the fair funds will be used to buy 2 books for every teacher.  Teachers can check to see if more books are needed in their wish bins.  SMPTO purchases two books, and teachers can choose as many books as they’d like for their wish bins.  Katherine will be making a second re-stock prior to Tuesday, if we qualified.  Colby suggested verifying which space to use prior to set-up.  Bridgette suggested having less variety of toys to be mindful of space.  Seems as though we have more than years past.  Katherine will ask for a comparison of stock to years past.  Poster display is working well.
