Welcome back to school! As kids head back to the classroom, it’s a good time to ensure
that their health is protected and they are ready for a healthy school year. There are a few
things that parents and guardians can do:

1) Make sure that your child’s immunizations are up to date. Vaccines are a healthy choice
for your child. They provide immunity and prevent disease. Children routinely receive
vaccines before or during Kindergarten and in grade 6. Immunization is available at the
local health unit (with special clinics offered for Kindergarten students) and will be offered
to select grades during the year at school.

Kindergarten students are due for their DPTPO (diphtheria, pertussis, tetanus, polio)
booster and a second dose of varicella (chicken pox)/MMR. If your child was immunized at
the doctor over the summer, please send in the dates of the immunizations as soon as
possible.

2) If your child has any chronic medical conditions (for example: Diabetes or Asthma) or

3) If you are concerned about any aspect of your child’s health including: vision, dental,
hearing, nutrition or behavioural concerns please don’t hesitate to talk to the school.

All Vancouver schools have access to a school public health nurse who is available to help
support the health of your child at school. The nurse for our school is Cindy Diett and can
be contacted through the school or directly at 604-872-5711 ext 3308.




St. Joseph’s Elementary School
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Dear Parents,

We receive reports regularly from neighbours who have witnessed unsafe actions by members of our
school community who are picking up or dropping off students at St. Joseph’s. It is unfortunate that
some parents are not following the basic rules of safety, and that they are putting their needs before
the safety needs of our children. The situation of being on the last minute, or of not being willing to get
out of the car in the rain cannot be more important than ensuring that everyone is able to enter the
school grounds safely. We have been fortunate to this point that we have not had a serious incident
where a child has been injured, but that time will come unless each person in our community takes
responsibility for traffic safety.

Parents are responsible for following these rules themselves, and for ensuring that others who transport
their children follow them as well. Please find below the revised traffic policy for St. Joseph’s School:

Parents and those who drop off and pick up students are required to follow traffic safety rules and to
follow the directives of the school staff and traffic volunteers. Parents are responsible for the actions of
those who are transporting their children to and from school.

Following are the traffic rules for St. Joseph’s School:
e With the exception of staff cars and delivery vehicles, there is no driving or parking on the
school grounds between 8:00am and 5:00pm each day, even if the children are inside the school
e Thereis no parking and no student drop-off on Fleming Street; there is no parking in the No
Stopping zone in front of the school on Fleming Street
e The school zone on 15 Avenue is for the purposes of student drop-off only; parents are not
permitted to park in that area between 8:00am and 5:00pm on school days
e Portions of Fleming Street are designated as Resident Only parking. Parents must not park in
those zones at any time. Neighbours are permitted to make a request to the City of Vancouver
to remove vehicles that are illegally parked.
e U-turns and three-point turns are not permitted on Fleming Street or on 15" Avenue at any
time, including in the school driveway
e Vehicles must drive in one direction (clockwise) for drop-off and’pick-up:
o Drive eastbound on 15™ Avenue, followed by southbound on Fleming Street and drive
toward 18% Avenue, to turn either left or right
o Please see map attached for more information

We are looking forward to working together to maintain the safety of our students. Thank you for your
cooperation as we implement our revised traffic rules.
