Our “home away” from home environment and daily routine works together to provide a 

curriculum of multi-sensory activities that develop social skills, language arts, gross/fine motor 

skills and more!  Our Tiny Tots and Small Fries classrooms offer several choices and 

opportunities to foster their independence and creativity.  You will find each room provides age 

appropriate centers while encouraging the children to discovers these centers as individuals and 

learning to be cooperative with friends.   

v Preschool Program 

Welcome to our multi-age preschool classrooms! We have a total of three classrooms named 

Little Rascals, Busy Bees and Krusaders.   The teachers provide a caring and comfortable 

environment which supports  your child’s individual needs and intellectual, social, emotional, and 

physical growth.   Readiness and self help skills are reinforced through dramatic play, language, 

math, science, art and movement.  Our staff plans and implements weekly thematic units with 

activities that are geared to meet the developmental stages of all age levels.  

v School-Age Program 

TLC’s “Clubhouse” is the place to be before and after school.  Each day, our planned 

curriculum offers the social activities and daily challenges that school-age want and need, 

while being cared for in a safe and fun environment.  The bus picks up and drops off the 

children right at our center.  The children are offered a snack after school, homework 

help if needed, outside play, crafts, quiet time, and group games.  Our clubhouse 

program is open year round, during vacation weeks, and early releases.
