In extreme cases, mechanical filre could resut i alfe-
threatening ituation.

Every snowmobile should know how to change a drive
beltand spark plugs. These skiscould make the ifference.
betuween spending a night cutside in the cold and getting home
ontime.

Your onmer's manual covers ll th basic steps needed to
maintain your machine during the season as wel as for summer
storage and fallpreparatin for th rcing season.

Here are some suggestions for ongoing.
'maintenance of your snowmobile during the winter.
Chassis lubrication - Frequently grease the suspensions
using low-temperature grease in a grease gun. This

drives out water that will rust suspension part. f they
become rusted, these parts il not operate properly and the
snowmobile may rde and steer bal. Repars will e diffcut,
time consuming, and potentially cost.Also remember o grease
the speedomete fiting undemeath the crven dlutch. This i very
important to keep the speedometer working. Thre may be other
grease fitings in th steerng colurmn or rivesystem, too.

Drive belt - Inspect the drve belt on a regular basis.
Replace tf it ecomes rayed,f any pieces come off the top or
bottom sides, i it has  fatspot on the sde, and whenever it
measures oné-¢ighth of an inch narrower than when it was new.
Here's a tp - ahways run the belt in the same direction and twill
lastlonger: When you install a new one, always do it so that te.
Iabel eads to the outsde.Then, any time you remoe it,put it

back on in the same way.

Ski runners - Plain wear
Carbide Runner

bars (wear rods or skegs)
can wear out very quickly

- sometimes i only o ride.You shouid check them every
day and change them when they are more than half worn
through. Longer wearing but much more expensive carbide
runners il greatly incease the mileage befween ruer
changes. Here's another tp - don'tuse cabide runners unless
your snowmobile has rack studs to balance the tracton.

Sliders - Chec the siders (ryfax)on th rack suspension
{rom time totime to make sure they are not worn through,
particulaly at thebottom of the curve  the ide alYou can
voll thesnowmabie on s sdetodo i, Or you an measure
the thicknessof the siders t th backend and chck against
the thicknessat the bottom of the il curve. Replace the lders
befre they wear ll the way trough t aveid damaging the
sideal

Track tension

becomes 0o loose the drive cogs o sprocketswillnot mesh
property with the rack,and damage can resuit.

Brake adjustment - Mot newe snowmbiles inclucing all
those with hydraulic brakes, automatically acust their brakes
Butsome machines with mechanical brakes need priodic
brake adjustment. Consuit your ovner's manua,

Starter rope - Inspect the starter rope occasionally to make:
sure that it not fraying from siding past meal edges i the
snowmobile, I it becomes frayed, it should be repaced before
it breaks. Here's another tjp— don't et go ofthe starter cord
when you pll it out. The cord willsnap back, which contibutes
t0raying and the handle can damage the snowmobile.
