As we were about to close, God provided me with this closing thought. | said, “Did you
know that you can see God?” | continued. “Did you know that when you see Jesus,
when you learn of all the wonderful things about Him, who He is, He is the Son of God,
you can actually see God. All the things you have shared about Jesus...His love,
kindness, miracles, willingness to forgive us, His plan for salvation, eternal life, His
power and His promises, what you see in His life, this is a picture of who God is, what
God is like. In other words, you have seen God.”

If you have ever wondered what God is like, how He acts, how He responds to us when
we mess up, His ever present love, grace, kindness, and yes, His power...you should no
longer wonder. When you see Jesus, you have seen God.

You cannot see Jesus with your eyes or hear Him with your ears...(or God)...but Jesus
is still calling you to become his follower too. Just like the rich young ruler, we have a
choice.
