Notices were posted at the Municipal Center, and emailed to interested parties.

Meeting was called to order by Delmar Winter.  Richard and Tom were in attendance.

Minutes of the February meeting were read by the clerk, Kathy Hornung. 


TREASURER REPORT- Treasurer report was given.  
CHAIRMAN REPORT-Delmar read letter of resignation from Kathy Hornung as the Town of Texas taking effect immediately.
SUPERVISOR REPORTS-Nothing separate
OLD BUSINESS-or NEW BUSINESS- Highway workers and wages were discussed due to Kevin off for surgery. Brian Opper and Jon Raduechel wages were set at $28/ hour. Motion to approve by Tom, second by Richard.   Kevin and KJ were increased in January.  Kevin to          $ 31.50 and KJ to $ 29. The Town of Easton said that is the current range per other municipalities.
Wausau Scrappers LLC owners attended to discuss a drop off of electronics for recycling at the Town Hall. Plan is potential of 2 days with personnel from Scrappers. No tube tvs or refrigerators.  Electronics—mostly all electronics but the staff will be there for confirmation of the disposal.  Paul says he knows Todd from Scrappers and they have a good reputation.  Delmar said interested but need to confirm dates.  Should be added to Annual Report and posted on website.
Fee Schedule was discussed for various Town Charges and Planning Commission and Fire Department are working on their fees. The Schedule will updated soon.
There was a discussion on Solar Farms and assessment of them.  They are assessed commercial and lose the Ag Use assessment deductions.
Dates for the Open Book and Board of Review that were proposed by the Assessor were read by the Treasurer. Open Book is September 9th from 3-5 pm and September 10th 5-7 pm for discussions with the assessor.  Board of Review will be held Wednesday September 16 from 5-7pm.  Notices will be sent for those with changes.  Since this is mandatory revaluation per the Wisconsin Department of Revenue, all properties will get a notice. The Board didn’t have issues with the dates proposed.
Justin Thoma had requested last summer to have a temporary culvert installed for access to the north side of his home where construction was occurring. It was to be removed last fall.  He failed to remove it and with the rain this spring it damaged the town road with overflow. The Board plans on billing him for damages to the road.

Richard reported on Utility permits for Mastic on  Goetsch Road, Restlawn,Castle Roack and Blue Rock.  He will send approval and request payment of $100 per road.
Richard reported on the bill sent by Frontier for damage to line that was not tagged by Diggers Hotline on Stolzes culvert replacement,  Richard called three times without any response and said he is done with that project. 
Summer road work was discussed, Richard and Kevin said sealcoating bid at the county went to Scott Construction.
Kevin hopes to return to work April 1st.  A doctor approval will be required for him to return.
Loren Beyersdorff asked for weight limit signs to be on Buck Trail Road just past driveway just like the town does for Abraham Trucking and Burch Trucking. Motion to approve by Tom, second by Delmar and motion was approved. 
Delmar said there are occasional road limit permits requested. 
Election officials planned are Marsha, Laurie, and Helen for the April 7th election.
Volm bills were reviewed and Richard found his culvert band was in the Town bills, he will reimburse the Town the $36,00.  Paul will pay $100 for old pressure washer.
Gravel for the Snojets parking lot needed on the ice for the Ride with the Cup Estimate was 12 yards @$9 for $108 plus $50 for truck. Tom and Richard will split and pay for the bill.

Fire Department-Paul requested his retirement payout from the fire department, $24,353.21 for 24 years of service.  Delmar says looking for grants for a new Fire Pumper.  May have to look for second hand, new trucks up to $650,000.

Planning Commission- In the agreement with the Village of Maine, they were supposed to pay the Town property tax collected for those properties along Evergreen Road to the Town of Texas.  Needs to be reviewed. Maps of Morgan Lane were reviewed for City of Wausau and Town of Texas boundaries.
Comp Plan was not on the Agenda and not discussed at the March 2nd meeting.
Delmar is trying to set a meeting for Paul, Attorney Vanderwaal and Tom.  Delmar will not be available.
Motion to adjourn by Richard, second by Tom and carried.
