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History of Ocala: 

• It began with Timucua Indians.  When Hernando de Soto, a 
Spanish conquistador, arrived in 1539, he noted that the 
Timucua’s had a large chiefdom centered between Florida’s East 
and West Coasts that they called “Ocali” 
 
Unfortunately, the Spanish brought diseases that decimated the 
Timucua population.  By the 19th century, the area was the site 
of Fort King.  The mandate of the fort was to protect the area 
against incursions by the Seminole Indians.  It was abandoned in 
the 1840’s when the threat of attacks was suppressed, making 
room for even more settlers. 
 
 The mid-nineteenth century was an advantageous time to settle 
in the region thanks to the Florida Armed Occupation Act of 
1842.  Any settler capable of clearing five acres of land could live 
there, free of charge, for five years. 
 
 Marion County was established in 1844, with Ocala being 
created in 1849.  Agriculture was the main industry, but it was 
horses that would put the region on the map.  That tradition 
remains strong to this day.

The holiday is set to coincide with the first Sunday after the 
Paschal Full Moon, the first full moon after the vernal equinox.  This year 
Easter is based on a lunar month (which is 29.5 days) that the date of 
Easter can vary.
