The Catechism

What is Confession? 3rd

Confession has two parts. First, that we confess our sins, and second, Grade+
that we receive absolution, that is, forgiveness, from the pastor as
from God Himself, not doubting, but firmly believing that by it our sins
are forgiven before God in heaven.

What sins should we confess? 5th

Before God we should plead guilty of all sins, even those we are not Grade+
aware of, as we do in the Lord’s Prayer; but before the pastor we
should confess only those sins which we know and feel in our hearts.

Saturday: For faithfuiness to the end; for the renewal of those who are

withering in the faith or have fallen away; for pastors as they
prepare to administer Christ’s holy gifts; for receptive hearts
and minds on the Lord’s Day.
